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1. STRATEGIC PLANNING UNIT

On the basis of the provisions of the Fiscal Responsibility and Budgetary Framework Law
(N.20 (1) 2014), the Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry (MECI) in August 2018
submitted a comprehensive Strategic Plan and Activity Based Budget for the period 2019
- 2021 to the Ministry of Finance for approval by the Ministerial Cabinet and the House of

Representatives.

The Strategic Plan includes the mission, vision and strategic objectives of the MECI while
analyzing the objectives and activities of the Ministry, which aim at exploiting the
indigenous energy resources, the implementation of the energy policy, the improvement
and development of the business environment, the enhancement of the export promotion

and the consumers’ protection.

For the implementation of the Strategic Plan 2019, each sector Service drew up its own

Action Plan, which included detailed actions with relevant milestones.

Based on the follow-up of the Action Plans and the biannual progress reports, the Strategic
Planning Unit in cooperation with the Services of the Ministry, monitored the progress and
recorded the problems faced towards the achievement of the objectives and where

necessary corrective actions were taken.

All sector Services of the Ministry have finalized Performance Indicators corresponding to
their set Objectives and Activities. The relevant data collection and analysis, in conjunction
with the follow-up of the Action Plans, the Performance Indicators comprise an integrated

monitoring and evaluation system for the implementation of the annual Strategic Plan.

In 2019, the process of Budget Framework Reconciliation for the year 2020 and the
Mediumterm Budgetary Framework 2020-2022 was implemented for the fifth consecutive
year. This process has helped to establish a modern, transparent and realistic budget.
During 2019, the Monitoring of Activity-Based Budgeting which was introduced in 2016

was put into effect. This process enabled the sector Services of the Ministry to examine
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their expenditure and monitor available funds by Activity and Objective and to make

necessary adjustments.

All the above procedures, which have been implemented gradually since 2015, contribute
towards the improvement of the services offered, the upgrade of the Ministry's work and

the efficient use of available resources.

It is worth noting that within the framework of the public expenditure streamlining policy,
in 2018 our Ministry was selected as a pilot Ministry for the implementation of the
Expenditure - Value for Money Review. The coordination of the pilot exercise was
undertaken by the Strategic Planning Unit. The expenditure overview dealt with an in-
depth study of the Trade Service objective concerning "Export Promotion and the
Strengthening of Cypriot Businesses". This process has led to conclusions and
recommendations for increased efficiency, improved cost-effectiveness and the provision
of quality services to citizens. The implementation of the Expenditure Review is gradually
expected to be implemented on a systematic basis throughout the activities of the Ministry

and throughout the Public Sector.

2. STRATEGIC GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

o Optimal use of hydrocarbons.

o Securing energy supply in Cyprus.

o Improving competitiveness, promoting economic growth and consumer protection.

o Improving the services offered by the Department of Registrar of Companies and
Official Receiver and the Insolvency Department.

o Strengthening the effectiveness and improving the efficiency of the Ministry's

services.

In detail, the Strategic Objectives of the Ministry are listed below:
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o Optimal use of Hydrocarbons.

o Optimal functioning of the internal energy market.

o Utilization of the national energy savings and domestic renewable energy sources.

o Enhancing business activity.

o Export Promotion and strengthening of Cypriot enterprises.

o Protection of national interests in the context of the common commercial policy
and implementation of legislation with regard to export licenses.

o Increase of export of local products and services and promotion of Cyprus as a
business center through the Trade Centers abroad.

o Strengthening the protection and empowerment of consumers.

o Supporting the strategic endeavors of the Ministry.

o The management of an updated register of companies, brands, cooperatives and
foreign companies.

o Protection of Intellectual Property.

o The optimum and effective management of corporate and personal settlement

plans.

The mission of the Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry is to design and implement
policies in the fields of hydrocarbons, energy, commerce, industry, trade and consumer
protection towards the rational use of indigenous energy sources, the monitoring and
coordination of the supply of energy for domestic needs, the promotion of energy
renewable sources and energy conservation, the strengthening of entrepreneurship,
competitiveness, the stimulation of investment, the improvement of the business

environment and the effective protection of consumers’.

Our vision is to make Cyprus a key player and leader on energy issues in the Eastern
Mediterranean region and contribute to sustainable economic growth and prosperity of all

citizens.
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3. ADMINISTRATION

The Administration is responsible for the coordination and programming of horizontal
issues concerning the Services of the Ministry and the Department of the Registrar of
Companies and Official Receiver, such as the implementation of the Decisions of the
Council of Ministers, the promotion of bills and regulations, the monitoring of the legislation
promoted by the Ministry, the follow-up of the monitoring reports of the Law Commissioner
and the preparation of informative reports for decision-making concerning the Ministry’s

competences.

Moreover, the Administration is responsible for the coordination of all necessary actions
for the preparation of the Annual Report, as well as for the preparation of the Strategic
Plan of the Ministry. The Administration also handles all personnel matters of the Ministry.
In addition, administrative personnel represent the Ministry of Energy, Commerce,
Industry and Tourism in various Committees and Bodies, such as the Committee for
Immigration Control and for long residence permits. It also coordinates all matters relating
to “Smart Regulation”, which aims at the simplification of civil service procedures

concerning internal market, consumers, investments and business entities.

The Ministry’s Administration Unit is also responsible for coordinating and implementing
policy issues concerning the legal entities governed by public law which fall under the
jurisdiction of the Ministry such as the Electricity Authority of Cyprus (EAC), the Cyprus
Transmission System Operator of Electrical Energy (Cyprus TSO) and the Cyprus
Organization for Storage and Management of Oil Stocks (COSMOS) .

The above-mentioned administrative work includes the promotion of legislation and
regulations, Schemes of Service, human resources and budget matters and the
implementation of the relevant laws, including the implementation of government policy in
relation to these legal entities. Moreover, in the context of the efforts to strengthen and
efficiently manage security and defense issues of the Republic, the Administration Unit
participates in the emergency planning scheme which covers crisis situations during

emergencies.
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4. TRADEMARKS MANAGEMENT UNIT

On 17.12.2018, the Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry established the
Trademarks Management Unit, staffed with 3 Officers. The mission of the Unit is to protect
and promote halloumi trademarks in Cyprus and abroad, with the ultimate aim of further
development of this Cypriot traditional product.

Unit’s principal activities include the registration of halloumi trademarks in new markets as

well as the monitoring of developments on halloumi trademarks infringement cases.

‘Halloumi’ is registered as a Certification trademark in Cyprus, USA, Jordan, Oman, Saudi
Arabia and Qatar with the Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry as the owner. In
Canada, the Ministry holds the registered trademark ‘HALOMI’ and in Egypt, the registered
trademark ‘HALLOUMI. ‘HALLOUMI is also registered as Community Collective
Trademark, since 14.07.2000 at the EU Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO) with owner
the ‘Foundation for the Protection of Traditional Cheese of Cyprus named Halloumi’. The
President of the Foundation’s Board of Directors is the Permanent Secretary of the

Ministry.

In 2019 the registration of Halloumi Certification trademarks in Syria and South Africa were
successfully completed. In the course of 2019, the ongoing registration procedures for
Halloumi Certification trademarks in Australia, China, United Arab Emirates and Japan
made good progress, while new markets were under consideration for possible listing.
The Ministry and the Foundation in close cooperation with the Law Service and its
authorised legal advisers, in order to protect halloumi trademarks take appropriate actions
against products produced by unauthorised users of the trademarks and against
applications by companies for registration of trademarks which are similar to or include
the word Halloumi in EU countries, EUIPO and/or third countries. In 2019, more than 100
cases for opposing legal measures were on going in different jurisdictions. In addition, in
2019, the digital database for storing information and file data related to halloumi

trademarks was completed.
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5. REFORM AND REORGANISATION OF THE COMPANIES
AND INTELLECTUAL & INDUSTRIAL PROPERTY
SECTIONS OF THE DEPARTMENT OF REGISTRAR OF
COMPANIES & OFFICIAL RECEIVER

The reform and reorganization of the Department of Registrar of Companies and in
particular of the Companies Section (CS) and the Intellectual and Industrial Property

Section (IIPS), is based on the following strategic goals:

o Increase efficiency and provide fast and high-quality service to users.
o Simplify procedures based on best practices.
o Promotion of Paperless Office environment.

o Automate procedures using contemporary methods and technologies

The effort for continuous improvement of the two sections of the DRCOR continued during
the year under review. A number of reformative measures, resulting from the Action Plan
for the reform and restructuring of the DRCOR, were implemented in relation to the

following pillars of reform:

o Updating Register of business entities/ Monitoring of compliance.
o Strengthening of the legislative and regulatory framework.

o Business Process Reengineering and Organizational restructuring.
o Digitalisation and e-governance.

o Rehousing.

Updating Register of business entities/ Monitoring of compliance: In the context of
updating the Register of business entities and monitoring the compliance of all registered

organizations:

Updating Companies Register:
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o The 4" compliance campaign regarding companies’ statutory obligation to submit
to the Registrar of Companies an Annual Return with accounts, was implemented.

o A total of 122.059 companies received a notification letter for publication before
strike off.

o During the period between September — December 2019, a total of 20.326
companies were fully compliant.

o The process is expected to conclude within 2020.

Global Forum Committee on Transparency and Exchange of Information for Tax
Purposes: During the year under review, the Project Team represented the Republic of
Cyprus during the country’s evaluation by the Global Forum Committee on Transparency
and Exchange of Information for Tax Purposes, for matters relating to the Registrar of
Companies. The Global Forum, sets the multilateral framework within which work in the
area of tax transparency and exchange of information is carried out by over 100

jurisdictions, participating in the Global Forum on an equal footing.

In 2013, the Global Forum evaluated Cyprus for its implementation of the standard in
practice and assigned to it the overall rating of “Non-Compliant”. This rating was upgraded
to “largely compliant” in the “Supplementary Phase 2 Report 2015”, acknowledging the
results of the initiatives implemented by the Project Team, to reform and reorganise the
Registrar of Companies, which included cleansing operations (2014-2015) and the filing

of outstanding annual returns.

During the year under review, the Global Forum Committee began the next round of
evaluations for the period 2016-2018, which is expected to conclude in June 2020. In
particular, with regards to the Registrar of Companies, Cyprus is assessed on the
effectiveness of the measures undertaken during the aforementioned period to ensure the
availability of ownership and identity information as well as the availability of accounting

information in the Companies Register.

Moneyval Committee: In addition, the Project Team represented the Republic of Cyprus

on matters relating to the Registrar of Companies, during the country’s 5" Round of
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evaluation by the Moneyval Committee of the Council of Europe, on the Anti-Money
Laundering (AML) and Counter Financing of Terrorism (CFT) measures taken by the
Republic during the period 2016-2018.

With regards to the Registrar of Companies, as with the Global Forum committee, Cyprus
was assessed on the effectiveness of the system to maintain and ensure the availability
of ownership and identity information, and the mitigating measures taken to ensure that

basic information on companies was up-to-date.

The report which concluded in December 2019, following 18 months of deliberations with
the authorities in Cyprus, summarises the AML/CFT measures in place in Cyprus as at
the date of the on-site visit from 13 to 24 May 2019. It analyses the level of compliance
with the FATF 40 Recommendations and the level of effectiveness of Cyprus’'s AML/CFT
system, and provides recommendations on how the system could be strengthened.

(a) Strengthening of the legislative and regulatory framework: During the year under

review:

o A contract was signed with a legal firm with the objective to provide training
workshops in the understanding and completing of the new statutory forms that will
be put into effect with the current systems of the DRCOR. It is estimated that 61
out of the 81 new forms, will be put into effect with the current systems of the
DRCOR. The workshops will be developed to accommodate the needs of the
stakeholders as well as those of the personnel.

o As a result of the significant legislative reform package passed in 2018 (2 Laws
and 5 Regulations published in 18/12/2018), Cyprus ranked 54" (from 57 in 2018)
among 190 countries worldwide, regarding the “Ease of Doing Business” ranking,
and 50" (from 50™ in 2018) in the “starting a business” indicator, of the World
Bank’s Doing Business Report (2019).

(b) Business Process Reengineering and Organizational restructuring: during the

year under review the two-day “change management” seminars, organized by the Cyprus
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Academy of Public Administration for the entire personnel of the two sections of the
DRCOR, were completed.

(c) Digitalization and e-governance: During the year under review:

o The existing IT systems of the DRCOR continued to be upgraded. As a result, the
majority of the applications for name approval were submitted online while the
submission of applications for company registration via e-filing increased to 50%.

o The evaluation of the proposals submitted on 1t March 2019, in relation to the
open tender for the new IT solution for the DRCOR procured on 11/5/2018, began
and is expected to be concluded in 2020.

o On 30" October 2019 the Greek version of the new websites of the Companies
(https://lwww.companies.gov.cy/gr/) and P
(https:/iwww.intellectualproperty.gov.cy/gr/) sections was launched. The English

version of the above websites is expected to be launched in 2020.

(d) Rehousing: During the year under review, the Project Team proceeded with the
announcement of the 2" Invitation for Expression of Interest for the rehousing of the

DRCOR. The proposals are expected to be submitted by 315 January 2020.
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6. DEPARTMENT OF REGISTRAR OF COMPANIES AND
OFFICIAL RECEIVER

The mission of the Department of Registrar of Companies and Official Receiver is the
implementation of government policy, on matters facilitating the development of business
activity and also the creation and maintenance of suitable conditions for the further

activation of the commercial and industrial world in Cyprus and abroad.

For the Department of Registrar of Companies and Official Receiver the main

developments for 2019 were the following:

In the context of Modernizing the Companies Section and the Copyright and Industrial
Property Section the Department in cooperation with the Project Team for the Reform and
Restructuring of the Department of the Registrar of Companies and Official Receiver has
promoted actions concerning the updating of the Business Register, the strengthening
and modernization of the legislative and regulatory framework, the Organisational
restructuring of the Department, the digitization and e-governance and the relocation of

the Department (see section D).
Companies Section

o The update of the Companies Register is on-going in order to provide accurate
and up to date information on the organisations registered in the Department’s
Register.

o Monitoring of compliance of all legal entities according to the legislation that have
been registered/incorporated. In 2019 3.789 companies were struck off the
register.

o The fourth compliance campaign for companies with the obligation to submit an
Annual Return and the financial statements to the Registrar has been launched.
244.118 letters have been sent to 122.059 companies (2 letters to each company)
that have a statutory obligation under Articles 118-122 of the Companies Law Cap.

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The modernization of the legislative and regulatory framework in cooperation with
the Project Team is ongoing (see Section D).

Participation in the European Commission’s Committee “Company Law Experts
Group” discussing possible initiatives in the area of Company Law and the
implementation of adopted legislative acts.

Participation in the European Commission’s Committee “Accounting Regulatory
Committee” discussing issues relevant to the International Financial Reporting
Standards (IFRS) and International Accounting Standards (IAS). It also approves
proposals from the European Commission for the adoption of IFRS and IAS in the
EU.

Participation in the “Company Law” Working Group of the Council of the EU which
examines, discusses and approves legislative proposals submitted by the

European Commission in the area of Company Law.
Industrial and Intellectual property section

The Trade Marks Law of 2017 and The Trade Marks Regulations of 2017 were
sent to the Attorney General’s Office for legal vetting in 2017. The new Trade
Marks draft legislation, is a novel legislation, modernizing the trade marks system
of Cyprus through harmonization with Directive EU 2015/2436. The new legislation
will substitute the current Trade Marks Law, Regulations and forms.

The computerization and scanning of Trade Marks and Designs project was
completed during 2018, through participation in the program of the European
Union Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO) called “Capture and Store Historical
Files”.

During 2019, 297 Patent files were computerized through overtime work.

During 2019, Cyprus actively participated in the two CoCoNet Meetings organized
during the year. The Communication Correspondents Network is a Network jointly
established by the European Patent Office (EPO) and the EUIPO, aiming to
provide training and practical advice to the communication experts of National
Offices.
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In addition to its continuous participation in the institutional bodies of European
and International Organizations (Administrative Councils, Budget Committees
etc.), the I.P. Section participates in additional meetings of the EPO, the World
Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) and the EUIPO, which are organized
within the Cooperation framework with those organizations. In addition, during
2019 the I.P. section participated in the meetings of the “Technical and Operational
Support Committee (TOSC)”, the Committee on Patent Law of the EPO, in the
EUIPO Regional Seminar, the Annual Meeting on Cooperation with Member
States of the EPO, the IP Executive Week of EUIPO, in the Liaison Meeting for
Trade Marks and Industrial Designs and the “Establishment of the out of commerce
works Portal” meeting of the EUIPO.

Cyprus also took part in the European Inventor Award ceremony organized by the
EPO in Vienna.

During 2019 the IP Section continued its active participation in the Orphan Works
meetings of the EUIPO Observatory with the aim of promoting the matters of
Orphan Works protection to the users of Orphan Works in Cyprus. The Cyprus I.P
office is responsible as far as Cyprus is concerned for promoting the registration
of Orphan Works and their beneficial owners to EUIPO.

During 2019 the I.P. Section continued the promotion of its electronic filing
application tool for Trade Marks by offering incentives to applicants such as priority
examination and waiver of the power of attorney requirement. All necessary steps
are taken in cooperation with the European Union Intellectual Property Office, in
order to achieve electronic filing of all forms of Trade Marks. The project that was
initiated in March 2018 continued all through 2019 and is expected to be completed
in 2020.

The IP Section participated actively in the EU “IP Working Group” in Brussels,
which examines, discusses and approves the European Commission proposals in
the field of Intellectual Property. In addition to the IP Working Group coordinates
the EU positions to the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO).

In cooperation with the EUIPO a series of educational multimedia videos have

been created which describe the procedure of registering a national trademark,
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how to use and navigate your way on the TMClass webpage, IP Rights regarding
Industrial Designs and the new types of Trademarks under the 2015/2436 EU
Directive.

The Intellectual Property section has been participating in the «Convergence of
Practices» programmed of the EUIPO which entails the identification,
documentation and convergence of the practices of the IP Offices of member
states. Specifically, the Intellectual Section has been participating in the following

projects expected to be completed in 2020:

e CP8 - Use of a trade mark in a form differing from the one registered

e CP9 - Distinctiveness of three-dimensional marks (shape marks)
containing verbal and/or figurative elements when the shape is not
distinctive in itself

e CP10 - Criteria for assessing disclosure of industrial designs and models
on the internet

e CP11 - New types of trade mark

e CP12 - Evidence in trade mark appeal proceedings

Marketing campaign: In collaboration and under the sponsorship of the EUIPO, a
marketing campaign promoting intellectual property was created. The campaign
included a television commercial, radio advertisement, digital display signs at
malls, airports and ad boards on main streets highways.

Training seminars: In collaboration and under the sponsorship of the EUIPO a
series of training seminars were organized focusing on the new trademark types
and the new Trade Mark Law. The main audience of these events was law firms
and individual lawyers, students of law schools, local industries and industrial
organizations. The seminars were held by the EUIPO legal expert who drafted the
new Law and Regulations. In addition to the above, all necessary amendments
were made on the IT system in order to support the new Trade Mark legislation,

the new documents and the application of the Directive 2015/2436 EU which
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introduces new types of trade marks.

Insolvency Service/Bankruptcies and Liquidations Section

The main actions and developments of the Insolvency Service / Bankruptcies and

Liguidations Section in 2019 were the following:

o Keeping Public Registers for Insolvency Practitioners, Personal Repayment Plans
and Debt Relief Orders.

o Maintaining a Bankruptcies and Liquidations Registry.

o Alignment of administrative procedures on Personal Repayment Plans, Debt Relief
Orders, Bankruptcies and Liquidations, Confiscation and Semi-Governmental
Organization Orders, as well as control and submission of Voluntary Liquidation
documents.

o Preparation and maintenance of statistical data for all the ISC procedures.

o Preparation of basic statistical tools in Excel format for developing statistical data,
which are also publicized on the Insolvency Service website and on the “Data
Service Provider” of the National Open Data Portal.

o Continuous promotion of the insolvency framework and the restructuring
mechanisms through public media and ISC website.

o Preparation of annual reports regarding the progress in the implementation of the
provisions of the Insolvency of Natural Persons (Personal Repayment Schemes
and Debt Relief Orders) Law of 2015.

o Preparation of reports for our international partners regarding the progress in the
implementation of the Insolvency Regime.

o Participation and involvement of the Insolvency Service on the configuration of the
proposed EC Directive on preventive restructuring frameworks and second chance
culture, by expressing its views and opinion.

o Participation in consultations and conferences of the European Commission and

the International Monetary Fund.
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Participation and involvement of the Insolvency Service on providing information
for the Doing Business report of the World Bank.

Implementation of obligations under the EU Regulation 2015/848 on Insolvency
procedures of the European Union with the completion of the project for the
interconnection of national insolvency registers with the e-Justice system.
Participation in working groups of the European Commission on Insolvency
Procedures.

Implementation of a new accounting system and module integration with Ylatis
System.

Continuous update of the “Cooperation Protocol” with all stakeholders. The
Insolvency Service developed a “Contact Details Cooperation Protocol” with all
stakeholders involved for the effective enforcement of the Insolvency Regime, as
well as for Bankruptcies and Liquidations issues.

Promotion of the Insolvency Service information guides / booklets via the Citizens
Service Centers of Cyprus Post and the Insolvency Service website.

Continuous update of the Insolvency Service website for informing citizens and
professionals about the tools provided by the Insolvency Regime.

Providing administrative and secretarial support to the Insolvency Practitioners
Examination Committee.

Discharge for the citizens who were in bankruptcy.

Licensing of Insolvency Practitioners.

Promotion of the interconnection of the Insolvency Service with the Government
Data Warehouse, to enable more effective processing of researches conducted by
the Insolvency Service, related to Bankruptcies and Liquidations, Personal
Repayment Plans and Debt Relief Orders cases.

Effectively administrating new Receiving and Bankruptcy Orders as well as

payment of dividends based on the time deadlines, providing by the relevant Law.

Computerization

During the year under review, the digital transformation of the Copyright and
Industrial Property Section Registry in respect of Patents and Trademarks
continued.

An agreement was signed between the Cyprus Intellectual Property Office and the
European Union Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO), whereby the 2" phase of
the Capture and Store Historical files (Digitalization) project would commence.
The scope of the project includes the digitalization of the Trade Marks Registry
Books. The project which is sponsored by the EUIPO has started in October 2019
and is expected to be completed by the end of July 2020.

In cooperation with the Project Team the Greek version of the new website of the
Intellectual Property Section has been launched on 30.10.2019
(https://lwww.intellectualproperty.gov.cy/gr/) (see Section D).

The Companies Section, deals with the registration, follow up, control and striking off, of
local and overseas companies, partnerships and business names. The aim is to ensure
adequate and accurate information of the data kept for the organisations registered in the
Department’s Register. A complete electronic file for each active organization registered
in the Companies’ Register was completed in 2015 the update of which is successfully
continuing. The Section advances, supports and facilitates the commercial transactions in

all fields/sectors of the economy.

Intellectual & Industrial property section

The Intellectual & Industrial Property Section deals with the registration and protection of
Trademarks (national, international and community), Patents (national, international,
translations of European patents), Industrial Designs and Models, Intellectual Property
Rights, Geographical Designations and Appellations of Origin of Agricultural Products and
Foodstuff and finally Semiconductor Topographies. Following the provisions of the
relative legislation in force, the Section offers registration and protection for all of the
above. Copyright, is automatically protected and therefor no registration is needed in
Cyprus. The Department keeps the Register. of Geographical Indications and

Appellations of Origin, whilst applications are filed with the Ministry Agriculture.

In addition to the above, the I.P Section is a receiving office for European (EP) and
international applications for patents (PCT), as well as of applications for international
registration of trademarks which, following their examination, are eventually forwarded to

the World Intellectual Property Organisation (WIPO).
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Cyprus is a member state of the European Patent Organization (EPO), the World
Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) and the European Union Intellectual Property
Office (EUIPO) The Ip section represents Cyprus in all bodies of the abovementioned

organizations.

In the framework of the Cooperation program between, the European Union Intellectual
Property Office (EUIPO) and the Industrial and Intellectual Property Section of the
Registrar several activities have already been completed. These activities aim at
providing information to users as to the contents of National trademarks and industrial
designs Registers of Members States or through a common platform of the European
Union They provide also information about convergence of practices followed during
the process of registration and trademark protection in Member States. The Trade Marks
Law (Cap. 268) together with the Paris Convention for the Protection of Industrial Property
(Laws 63/65 and 66/83 Paris Union), offer equal protection to Cypriot and foreign
trademark proprietors. In compliance with the above legislation, the Registrar applies

identical procedures and principles to domestic and foreign trademarks.

Copyright protection in Cyprus is automatic and no registration is required. The Copyright
Law (L.59/76) protects the works of Cypriot nationals, published anywhere in the world,
but also the works of foreign nationals published in Cyprus. Copyright owners have the
right to recollect, translate and offer their works to the public. Any infringement of such

rights may result to the payment of damages or other penalties.
Insolvency service/bankruptcies and liquidations section

The Bankruptcies and Liquidations Section has been appointed by the Minister of Energy,
Commerce, Industry and Tourism (henceforth MECIT), to perform the duties of the
Insolvency Service resulting from the Insolvency Regime Legislation, which was adopted
on the 18" of April 2015 and enforced on the 7™ of May 2015, the date that was published
in the Official Gazette of the Republic.

The aim of the Bankruptcies and Liquidations Section is the effective and undisrupted
implementation of the procedures resulting from the Insolvency Regime legislations, thus
contributing in resolving economic difficulties faced by civilians and businesses. The
ulterior aim is reducing non-performing loans, sustaining employment, encouraging

economic activity and maintaining social cohesion.
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On 22 May 2019, a Ministerial Decision was adopted on the establishment of a new
Department of Insolvency as from 01 of January 2020, which will be under the Ministry
of Energy, Commerce and Industry, taking full responsibility for the Insolvency Regime

and Insolvency Practitioners, including the Examinership and the Receivership.
By the Legal and Regulatory Insolvency Regime the following are accomplished:

o The survival and second chance culture, as opposed to bankruptcy and liquidation.

o The enactment of a mechanism for the restructuring of corporate debts, with the
aim of rescuing and restoring business activity, and restructuring and sustaining
viable businesses.

o The viability of natural and legal persons by providing appropriate tools to enable
them to restructure their debts.

o A more favorable treatment of guarantors.

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7. INSOLVENCY SERVICE REFORM

In the context of the implementation of the Action Plan for Insolvency, the Project
concerning the "Improvement of the Performance and Effectiveness of the Insolvency

Service" was completed in May 2019.
The Project assessed:

o The mandate of the Insolvency Service pursuant from the law.

o The operational model of the Sector of Official Receiver, which was
assigned to execute the duties and responsibilities of the Insolvency Service.

o Best Practices of the UK and Ireland.

o The wider business environment and the challenges derive for the Insolvency

Service.

Based on these, a new organizational structure has been designed, in order to
accommodate the duties and responsibilities of the competent authority for Insolvency
as well as, new procedures have been designed to support the effective operation of

the organizational structure.

The outcomes of the Project, led the Council of Ministers to approve the establishment
of a new Department of Insolvency, on May 22nd, 2019 with the Decision number
87.517. The new Department is responsible for the implementation of the Insolvency
Framework, the regulation of related matters for the Insolvency Practitioners, including

the appointment of Examiner as well as the appointment of Receiver and Manager.

The new department was officially established with the approval of its budget for 2020.
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8. INDUSTRY AND TECHNOLOGY SERVICE

The aim of the Industry and Technology Service is the upgrading of the
competitiveness of enterprises mainly improving the business environment, through
innovation, simplification of procedures, access to finance for SMEs, the creation of
appropriate infrastructures and information networks and the promotion of technology
and digital actions. The policies and actions are in line with the EU policies for

enterprises and industry and the corresponding EU guidelines.
Small and medium size enterprises (SMES)

The development of small and medium size enterprises (SMES) is considered one of
the main drivers for job creation and economic growth. At the same time the
development of entrepreneurial activity based on knowledge and innovation
strengthens the competitiveness of the economy. Within this framework enterprises
need to be innovative and effective in order to be able to seize the opportunities derived

in the global markets.

The Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry, recognizing the importance and the
role of SMEs in the development of the economy has set SME policy among its key
priorities. In this context and based on the guidelines of the European Union Ministry
operates various schemes for the enhancement of SMEs. In addition, in 2019 the

Ministry has:

o Monitored the effective implementation of Law 123/2012 on late payments in
commercial transactions, and provided the appropriate support and information
to all stakeholders.

o Organized the National Competition for the European Enterprise Promotion
Awards which aims to the promotion entrepreneurship and best practices at
European level.

o Participates in the European Commission Working Groups in order to express
the interest of Cypriot SMEs and contribute to the configuration the European
Policy for SMEs.
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National Policy Statement on Strengthening the Entrepreneurial Ecosystem

The adoption of the "National Policy Statement for the strengthening of the Business
Ecosystem", by the Council of Ministers on the 14™ of December 2015, established a
comprehensive policy framework and a targeted action plan for the development of the
entrepreneurial ecosystem in Cyprus. The aim is to promote and support
entrepreneurship by further developing and strengthening the existing business

ecosystem. The Policy Statement proposes 89 actions five key priority areas:

o Cultivation of an entrepreneurial Culture.

o Improvement of the Business Environment.
o Entrepreneurial Innovation.

o Access to Finance.

o Access to markets.

In 2019, 6 additional actions were implemented, while altogether 75 actions have been

implemented since the adoption of the Policy Statement, which counts for 80%.
New Industrial Strategy Policy for Cyprus

The Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry (MECI) prepared a New Industrial
Strategy Policy for Cyprus that has been adopted by the Council of Ministers on the 6"
of May 2019. The New Industrial Strategy Policy of Cyprus is a horizontal policy aiming
to enhance the industrial sector in order to develop high added value, unique and
innovative products and services that will contribute to the sustainability and
competitiveness of the Cypriot industry. Its main objective, is to gradually increase
industrial productivity by facilitating the operation of the industrial ecosystem and
investing appropriately in sustainability, innovation, digitalization, infrastructure, and
industry and business skills. In the context of the implementation of the actions of the

New National Industrial Policy 9 actions have already being implemented.
Financing of SMEs

The Ministry in pursuing its objectives pertaining to SMEs, entrepreneurship and

innovation operated a number of financial tools funded either from national sources
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or co-financed from the EU Structural and other Funds. the Industry and Technology

Service promoted the following financial tools:

Scheme to Support/Improve competitiveness of manufacturing SMEs: The
“Scheme for the Enhancement of SMEs competitiveness in the Manufacturing Sector
and other specific Economic Activities” was prepared and announced in 2015 whereby
403 applications were received during the first call. 260 enterprises have been
approved, for investments amounting to €52.7 mil corresponding to a grant of €23 mil.
249 enterprises have signed the Public Financing Agreement for a grant of €21.3 mil..
By the end of 2019 a total grant of €11.748.772 was paid to 187 companies (final
and/or interim payment). In 2019 a grant of €3.092.775 was paid to 59 enterprises
(final and/ or interim payment).

Scheme for the Digital Upgrade of Enterprises: The Ministry announced on
December 2, 2019 the “Scheme for the Digital Upgrade of Enterprises” which is
included in the Operational Programme 2014-2020 “Competitiveness & Sustainable
Development” and is co-funded by the European Regional Development Fund (ERDF)
and the Republic of Cyprus. The total budget of the call is €6 mil. The Scheme’s main
objective is to enhance the integration of digital technology in SMEs that are
established or to be established in areas controlled by the Cyprus Government. 509
applications were submitted electronically for a total investment of €18,5 mil

corresponding to a grant of €8 mil. Applications are currently under evaluation.

Creation and Upgrading of Manufacturing and Trading Units of Agricultural
Products: For the new programme period (2014-2020) the total amount to be
disbursed through this scheme is €15m. The first call was announced in March 2016
and 224 applications have been received. Five (5) applications were approved in 2019
for a grant amount of €1,2m. By the end of 2019, 141 applications have been approved

in total, for a grant amount of €19,4m.

The total amount of grants allocated in 2019 was €3,2m for the benefit of 26 successful
applicants. Total payments have reached the amount of €5,5m and 49 enterprises

benefited.
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Scheme to Support Investments and Enhance the Competitiveness of Wineries:
The measure aims to encourage investments in regional wineries. The measure is
included in the National Support Program for the Wine Sector and is 100% financed
by European funds. A total amount of €10,8m was paid until 15th October 2019, €2,2m

of which was paid in 2019 for the benefit of 27 wineries.

Women’s and Youth Entrepreneurship: The promotion of entrepreneurship is a key
priority for the government’s policy. Women and young people are two important target
groups which the government supports through these Schemes specially designed to
encourage them to capitalize their talents. Concerning the programming period 2014-
2020, the 1°%tcall for both schemes has been announced in February 2015. A total of
150 women were successful applicants for the Scheme of Female Entrepreneurship,
whereas 350 young people in the Youth Entrepreneurship, and today are continuing
in the Schemes 84 applicants for the Female Entrepreneurship and 223 for the Youth
Entrepreneurship for an amount of €2.7m and €8.1m respectively. Also, by the end
2019, 28 applicants have been paid an amount of €470.811 for Female
Entrepreneurship, while 87 applicants have been paid an amount of €1.888.787 for

Youth Entrepreneurship.

In December 2017 the Ministry proceeded to a second call for the two Schemes and
applications were submitted from 20" of December 2017 up until 2" April 2018
electronically in a new platform that has been created. The grant amount that will be
available for this call is €6m for Youth Entrepreneurship and €2m for Female
Entrepreneurship, together with additional savings from the 1st Call for Proposals. A
total of 281 applicants have applied for the Female Entrepreneurship Scheme and 538
applications have been submitted for the Youth Entrepreneurship Scheme. During
2019, 86 applicants have been successful in the Scheme of Female Entrepreneurship
and 235 in the Scheme of Youth Entrepreneurship for a grant amount of €3.3m and

€8.4m respectively.

By the end 2019, 4 applicants have been paid an amount of €147.747 for Youth

Entrepreneurship Scheme.

Innovative Entrepreneurship: The Ministry, in 2017, continued the implementation

of the Support Scheme for Business Innovation which was designed to promote the
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development of innovative products and services and their introduction in the
international market. The first call of the Scheme for the period 2014-2020 was in
December 2014. An amount of €10.6m was allocated to successful applicants (of
which €8.6m for projects in the category of mature enterprises and €2m for projects in
the newly established business category). The scheme received 266 business
applications for 220 projects, of which 15% were from collaborations of research-
enterprises and 40% from start-ups. After the evaluation 47 projects in the category of
mature enterprises and 37 in the category of start-up enterprises were enrolled. By the
end of 2019 €5 million in grants have been paid, of which € 2.49 million in 26
successfully completed projects and 1,45 million in 28 projects in the interim phase of
the project, while the rest have been paid in advance. In 2019 a total of €1,98 million

has been paid to the companies involved in the Scheme.

Saving Energy— Upgrading of SMEs buildings: The Ministry, in 2015 announced
the 1st call of the Support Scheme “Saving — Upgrading for Enterprises” which was
designed to promote energy efficiency measures for SMEs. A total amount of €8.7m
was allocated for this purpose and 164 applications were received. By the end of 2019,
125 applications were approved for a grant amount of €8.7m, from which €6,3m of

grant amount was paid to the 86 applicants who finished the works at their buildings.

Saving Energy— Upgrading of Households: The Ministry, in 2016 announced the
1st call of the Support Scheme “Saving — Upgrading of Households” which was
designed to promote energy efficiency measures on existing households. The 2™ call
of the same Support Scheme was announced in 2018. A total amount of €20.4m was
allocated for this purpose and 2.369 applications were received. By the end of 2019,
2012 applications were approved for a grant amount of €20.1m, from which €9.4m of
grant amount was paid to the 977 applicants who finished the works at their

households.
Industrial Estates and Zones

The Ministry within the framework of the government policy to create the necessary
industrial infrastructure to assist and promote industrial development, during 2019, has
undertaken several projects in the Industrial Estates for improving and facilitating the

operation of these Estates. During the year under review the Government spent
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around €296.600 for improving the infrastructure in the Industrial Estates and Zones.
The new Industrial Area in Vassilikos will host the oil and gas companies. During 2019
the Ministry in cooperation with the Public Works Department completed the
construction plans for the road network and the contract was signed with the
contractor. The oil and gas company commenced the construction of their facilities.
During 2019 the Ministry reviewed and handled all the requests relating to the 900
lease holders in the Industrial Estates. Rents collected from tenants of the Industrial

Estates amounted to €5,3 million.
National coalition for digital jobs

Priority actions were completed in 2019 as part of the implementation of the National
Coalition for Digital Jobs. Priority actions included: free certification of digital skills for
secondary school students on a voluntary basis, unemployed and soldiers and
conducting awareness raising activities on the field of Information and Communication
Technologies. The Department is in the process of renewing the above Action Plan in

cooperation with all stakeholders.
Promotion of Electronic Commerce

The Industry and Technology Service has the responsibility for supervising and
implementing the legislation (N.156(1)/2004) and directive (L178/2000) on e-commerce
in Cyprus. The Legislation at this stage is being modified. At the same time, regulations
are being prepared to contribute to better implementation of the legislation. In
cooperation with the Law Office of the Attorney General, which will undertake the
legislative review, the modification of the legislation and regulations will be resubmitted

to the House of Representatives for approval.
One - Stop Shop

The ‘One-Stop Shop for Setting-up a Business’ is an important institution aiming at
better and faster service of the business world and the further promotion of
entrepreneurship in the island. The services offered relate mainly to the initial basic
registrations when commencing business activity in Cyprus such as the registration of

a new business entity at the Registrar of Companies and Official Receiver. Among the

main services offered is the provision of information to interested entrepreneurs on the
procedures and formalities relating to business establishment in the Republic, a large
number of services of the Companies Section of the Department of Registrar of
Companies and Official Receiver and the Registration of New Taxpayers (Natural
person, Legal person, Partnership) of the Tax Department (Direct and Indirect

taxation), which is performed in-house.
The following essential services are amongst the most common that are provided:

o Registration of a new Company, Partnership, Business name (and many other
forms of legal entities).

o Provision of information for registration with the Social Insurance Services
(employee, self-employed and employer).

o Registration with the Tax Department (direct and indirect taxation).

o Provision of information regarding the Cyprus tax regime.

o Information on the licensing of professional premises.

a) provision of information on the Ministry’s available funding schemes.
During the year 2019, there has been a slight decrease in the number of applications
submitted. More specifically, the service received 4.478 applications for “Name
Approval” (18% decrease from 2018’s figure), 2.722 applications for Company
registration (21% decrease), 377 applications for Business Name registration (4%

decrease), 27 applications for Partnership registration (31% decrease).

Point of Single Contact (PSC) Cyprus

The Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry in its effort to achieve the goal of the
Services Directive, 2006/123/EC, established the law N. 76(1)/2010, ‘For the Freedom
of Establishment of Service Providers and the Free Movement of Services Law of
2010, and founded the Point of Single Contact (PSC) Cyprus. Its aim is to facilitate
the establishment of service providers, as well as the facilitation of temporary and
cross-border provision of services in Cyprus by providers established in other Member

States and countries of the European Economic Area (EEA).

The PSC Cyprus Web portal (www.businessincyprus.gov.cy), which shows a steady
increase in the number of visits every year, is a reference point for access to
information regarding the various procedures and formalities required for the access
to regulated service activities and the exercise of regulated professions in the Republic
of Cyprus; as defined by the Services Directive and the Professional Qualifications
Directive, respectively. The portal, also includes basic establishment
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procedures for a new-found enterprise/entity which aims to commence business

activity in the Republic of Cyprus.

With the objective to upgrade the web presence of the PSC into a modern all-
encompassing business portal, in July 2019, the Department of Information
Technology Services announced a tender for the ‘Development of a New Web Portal
for the Point of Single Contact'. The development began in November and the project

is expected to be fully completed by the end of the summer of 2020.

PSC is also one of the centres where organizations apply to have their “Ariadni” profiles
validated in order to gain access to the Government’s available electronic services
offered through the Government Gateway “Ariadni”. In 2019, 320 profiles of registered

companies were duly approved by the PSC alone.

In 2019, the PSC Portal received 105.000 visits and had 77.000 unique visitors;
increases of 8% and 10%, accordingly (compared to the previous year). Also, 192
business-related enquiries, as received by various interested parties, were answered
by email during the same day or the next working day (a 0.8 days average response

rate, marginal decrease compared to the 0.9 days score of the previous year).

“Your Europe” Portal was created from the European Commission to help citizens and
companies who move or do business in the EU with clear information on their single
market rights and signposting them to assistance and problem-solving services. The
Industry and Technology Service is the national contact point for the provision of
information about Cyprus to European Commission. “Your Europe” has two separate
sections: “Citizens” and “Business”. Content is provided by both EU Institutions and

national governments.

The Ministry of ECI promotes “Your Europe” at national level via events and distribution

of material.

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Internal Market Information (IMI) System

The Industrial and Technology Service is the National Coordinator
of the Internal Market Information system (IMI). [IMI is an online

OO

electronic system that was developed to support the functioning of
the single market. The system was established for cooperation
among competent authorities and between competent authorities % NET

and the European Commission. IMI was designed to be highly

flexible so that it can be customised to match the needs of different
users’ communities using authorities. IMI has an explicit legal basis which comprises

data protection requirements.

IMI is in operation since 2008 and is available in all official languages of the EU and
currently supports 53 different cross border cooperation procedures across 17 policy
areas. In 2019 IMI was extended to support the administrative cooperation as provided
under the European Judicial Network and the Firearms Regulation. The IMI system
covers the most common administrative cooperation procedures: Exchange of
information via structured requests, notifications and alerts, repositories and public
interface that allows external actors to communicate with competent authorities. In
addition, IMI is used to enable the first EU wide electronic procedure - the “European
Professional Card” - where professionals can use the system to have their
gualifications recognized in order to move across borders for practicing their

profession.

The National IMI Helpdesk is in operation at the Industry and Technology Service.
More than 500 users have been trained. The organizational structure of Cyprus is
decentralized. The competent authorities which are registered in the system exchange
information directly with their counterparts in another member states. The Cypriot

competent authorities registered in IMI is 157.

The number of requests that Cyprus sent in 2019 were 39 and the receiving requests
115.
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Cyprus performed well above the EEA average in all 5 indicators
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Single Digital Gateway

The Single Digital Gateway was established in accordance with the Regulation (EU)
2018/1724. The Gateway shall consist of a common user interface managed by the

Commission which shall be integrated into the «Your Europe»

portal and shall give access to relevant Union and national webpages. Furthermore,
the Gateway shall give access to information on rights, obligations and rules laid down
in Union and national law that are applicable to users exercising their rights derived
from the Union law in the field of the internal market in the areas listed in Annex | of
the Regulation. In addition, to information on online and offline procedures and links to

online procedures, including procedures covered by Annex II.

The name by which the Gateway is to be known to the general public from December
2020 will be «Your Europe».
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Cyprus Handicraft Service

The aim of Cyprus Handicraft Service is to sustain, revive, develop and promote
Cyprus authentic handicraft and contemporary local crafts. The main actions to

achieve these goals, are summarized below:

o Research, development and production of special orders or new authentic
handicrafts made at the laboratories of the Cyprus Handicrafts Service or by
other craftsmen/women of the private sector.

o Several thousand handicraft objects, made at its workshops or by private
craftsmen/women, were delivered by Cyprus Handicraft’s stores in Nicosia,
Limassol and Pafos. During 2019, the volume of handicrafts sales through
Cyprus Handicraft’'s Service stores, reached the amount of €399.387.

o Members of Cyprus Handicraft Service’s staff, offer their services to private
sector crafters, workshops, local authorities and other organisations, or
exchange ideas, knowhow and information.

o In cooperation with private sector our workshops, designed and created tenths
of new samples. 66 of the new samples were selected by the competent
committee, to be included to Cyprus Handicraft Service collection.

o Organised training courses, for 46 individuals took place at Cyprus’s Handicraft
Service workshops for different crafts, like weaving, pottery, silver jewellery,
wood sculpture, pumpkin engraving, tapestry, and basket weaving.

o Within, the co-funded Development Programme for Akamas and in cooperation
with the local authorities, raw materials, equipment and technical support have
been given to craftsmen/women, in order to improve their skills and overcome
technical difficulties.

o Equipment maintenance and restoration of old equipment was made by the
Service staff, whereas, raw materials and crafts were provided, for the
peripheral Museum of Droushia.

o In cooperation with organised groups, associations, governmental and local
authorities the Service, borrowed exhibits or equipment whereas, members of

its staff participated in several cultural events and festivals.
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o Various actions have been taken to promote Cyprus crafts: Advertisements,
announcements, distribution of printed material, the use of social media and

the websites, of Cyprus Handicraft Service or related organizations.
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9. TRADE SERVICE

During 2019 the Trade Service of the Ministry carried out a series of activities aiming
at the increase of exports of goods and services, as well as the promotion of Cyprus

as an international business centre.

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Promotion of Trade

The enhancement of internationalization of Cypriot companies and further promoting
domestic exports of products and services is of vital importance for economic growth,

employment and the balance of payments.

The Section for the Promotion of Trade, implements a series of measures aiming at
improving the internationalization of Cypriot companies and increasing exports of
domestically produced products and services. The main activities of the Section during

2019 were the following:
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o The implementation of five (5) de minimis schemes for the promotion of exports
of agricultural and industrial goods as well as services, through which benefited
160 companies with a total amount of €1,2 million.

o The participation in 15 international trade fairs with a state pavilion.

o The organization of 13 business forums and 10 seminars aiming at promoting
Cyprus as an international business center.

o The implementation of various other actions such as the organization of 6
tasting tests in selected markets and the placement of 22 articles and
advertisements in specialized publications.

o The co-financing with the EU of four Cypriot agricultural product promotion
programs for the period 2016-2019 with a total value of €15.5 million under the
grants scheme for the promotion of agricultural and food products in the internal

market and third countries.

Total domestic exports in 2019, reached €1.300 million recording 17% reduction
relative to the previous year. Nevertheless, excluding mineral fuels and oils, domestic
exports reached €959 million, with an increase of 0,4 % compared to the previous year.
Mineral fuels and oils with total exports of €342 million, compared to €641 million in
2018, hold the first place with 26% of the total domestic exports. Pharmaceuticals
exports with €302 million in 2019, compared to €270 million in 2018, accounted for
23% of total domestic exports. Exports of fresh and processed agricultural and fishery
products accounted for 30% of total domestic exports and amounted to €392 million
compared to €359 million in 2018, with halloumi being the single most important export
product with €224 million compared to €195 million in 2018. For 2019, service exports
amounted to €12.322 million, an increase of 4.1% compared to 2018. The main
services exported in 2019 concerned the transport sector (€3.126 million), financial

services (€3.018 million), and travel services (€2.912 million).

Management of the Cyprus State Fairs Authority Exhibition

and Conference Centre

The Council of Ministers decided (2014) that the Management of the CSFA will be
carried out by the Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry. Since then, the Ministry

of Energy Commerce & Industry took over the management of the premises and fair
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grounds. This activity includes hosting specialised exhibitions and events and

providing all necessary logistics and support for their successful conclusion.

In September 2019 the Council of Ministers (Decision 1561/2019), appointed a
Professionals Working Group in order to carry out Master Plan and feasibility study for
the exploitation of the premises/grounds of the State Fairs. The decision limits the
operation of the fair grounds to contracts related only to the organisation and hosting

of Exhibitions and Events.

The total revenue for the management of the premises in 2019 reached €617.124
showing a significant increase from 2018 (€444.278). Total expense for 2019 was
€280.149 compared to €286.446 for 2018.

Trade Centres, Strategic Planning and Public Relations

In 2019 the Ministry operated thirteen Trade Centres in targeted markets abroad such
as Austria, China, France, Germany, Greece, Israel, Lebanon, Poland, Russia, United
Arab Emirates, United Kingdom, USA and Iran. The main responsibility of the Trade
Centres is the promotion of exports of Cyprus products and services in overseas

markets as well as the attraction of foreign investments to Cyprus.

The Export Helpdesk service whose operation started in 2015 aims at the promotion
of domestic exports through direct contacts with importers in various countries. The
procedure involves the submission to the Ministry of a simple application, meetings
with the exporters. The Trade Centres are notified accordingly to take action. This
process has proved to be helpful in increasing the possibilities to identifying potential

partners abroad.

In 2019, the Export Help Desk received applications from 20 companies from various
sectors. Under its public relations umbrella, the Section helped towards the
organizational aspects of a series of events organized by the Ministry and the office of
the Minister such as the Export Award Ceremony. Furthermore, the Section
represented the Ministry in various Committees and prepared reports regarding the

economic and trade relations of Cyprus with a number of countries.
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Trade Policy and Bilateral Relations

The Trade Policy and Bilateral Relations Section deals with External Trade Policy
issues, which include the monitoring of developments in international trade, the
strengthening of Cyprus’ bilateral trade relations with other countries and the
coordination of the country’s External Trade and Investment Policy, including Bilateral

Investment Treaties.
The responsibilities of the Sector include the following:

o Bilateral Investment Agreements between the Cyprus Republic and third
countries.

o Following up and participation in the workings of the WTO (World Trade
Organisation) with regard to Multilateral Trade Agreements and other matters
concerning international trade. The Sector also follows developments
concerning trade in International Organisations such as UNCTAD (United
Nations Conference on Trade and development), ITC (International Trade
Centre), as well as the Commonwealth.

o EU relations with the World Trade Organisation.

o EU Trade Agreements with third countries or groups of third countries.

o The Generalised Preferences System.

o Trade Defence Instruments

Systematic monitoring of these issues and, in particular, commitments undertaken by
Cyprus in the framework of trade agreements concluded by the EU with third countries,
is crucial for safeguarding the competitiveness of the Cypriot economy. Specifically, it
is important for enhancing the ability of Cypriot enterprises to export products and
services; for obtaining public procurement contracts abroad; attracting foreign
investments and at the same time protecting the Cypriot economy from intense and
unfair competition. In this manner competitiveness is strengthened and opportunities

for the internationalisation of Cypriot enterprises are increased.
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Imports/ Exports Licensing Section

The Licensing Section is responsible for the implementation of the legislation that
regulates the exportation of dual use goods, arms and military equipment. The Section

also issues surveillance documents for steel and aluminium products.

Furthermore, the Section is responsible together with other Ministries/ Departments/
Authorities, for the implementation of the legislation related to the Control of the

Marketing and Use of Explosives Precursors.
During 2019 the Section issued the following licenses:

o 122 exportlicences for dual use goods, while five applications where rejected.

o 217 export licences for firearms for civil use, while one application was
rejected.

o 7 export licences for military equipment.

o 2 licences for intra-union transfer of military equipment.

o Moreover, 150 surveillance documents for steel products and 134 surveillance

documents for aluminium products were issued.
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10. HYDROCARBONS SERVICE

The vision of the Hydrocarbons Service is fully aligned with the hydrocarbons policy of
the Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry, which is to make Cyprus a leader on
energy issues in the Eastern Mediterranean region and to contribute to the sustainable

economic development and the prosperity of all the citizens of Cyprus.

The strategic objective of the Hydrocarbons Service is the optimum and sustainable
development of the hydrocarbon resources of Cyprus in order to contribute towards
maximizing the State revenues and boost the country’s economy for the benefit of the

Cypriot society and the future generations.

It is acknowledged that the emerging oil and gas industry in Cyprus has the potential
to contribute in the attraction of investments, the creation of new jobs through the entire
industry chain, thereby boosting the evolution of the country, in many sectors. For this
to be achieved, the Hydrocarbons Service is assessing the needs of the national labour
force and develops the appropriate education and training programs, in order to obtain

the relative skills, knowledge and expertise.

In addition, being a full Member State of the European Union, Cyprus aims at utilizing
its hydrocarbon resources and building the necessary infrastructures for enhancing the
security of energy supply of the European Union. Cyprus can contribute towards the
transformation of the eastern Mediterranean region into an area of sustainable and
balanced economic development by enhancing political stability and improving
bilateral relationships building on synergies emerging from the exploitation of
hydrocarbons in the region. Besides, one of the objectives of the Hydrocarbons Service
is the transformation of the island into an energy centre in the eastern Mediterranean

region.

The main responsibilities of the Hydrocarbons Service are related to the offshore
hydrocarbon activities and infrastructures, including the licensing of exploration blocks
within Cyprus’ EEZ and the effective management and monitoring of the contracts

between the Government of Cyprus and the licensees.
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Exploration and exploitation of hydrocarbon resources

As a result of the Licensing Rounds and processes for granting of Hydrocarbons

Exploration Licences for exploration blocks within the Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ)
of the Republic of Cyprus, which were carried out in 2007, 2012, 2016 and 2018, nine
Exploration and Production Sharing Contracts ("Contracts") have been signed with the

following companies / consortia:

Eni Cyprus Limited*” / KOGAS Cyprus / Total E&P Cyprus B.V. Limited for
Exploration Blocks 2, 3 and 9 (the Contracts were signed in 2013).

Eni Cyprus Limited* / Total E&P Cyprus B.V. for Exploration Block 6 (the
Contract was signed in 2017).

Total E&P Cyprus B.V.* / Eni Cyprus Limited for Exploration Block 7 (the
Contract was signed in 2019).

Eni Cyprus Limited* / Total E&P Cyprus B.V. for Exploration Block 8 (the
Contract was signed in 2017).

ExxonMobil Exploration and Production Cyprus (Offshore) Limited* / Qatar
Petroleum International Upstream LLC for Exploration Block 10 (the Contract
was signed in 2017).

Total E&P Cyprus B.V.* / Eni Cyprus Limited for Exploration Block 11 (the
Contract was signed in 2013).

Noble Energy International Ltd* / Delek Drilling Limited Partnership / BG Cyprus

Cyprus Limited for Exploration Block 7 for an initial term of three years.

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Exploration activities by the licences

In February 2019, the consortium ExxonMobil Exploration and Production Cyprus
(Offshore) Limited / Qatar Petroleum International Upstream LLC announced the
successful conclusion of drilling operations at the “Glaucus-1" well site in Block 10.
The well discovered 133 metres natural gas-bearing reservoir of excellent quality,
which based on preliminary analysis, is estimated to represent in place quantities of

natural gas of five to eight trillion cubic feet.

“Glaucus-1” was the second of a two-well drilling programme in Block 10, with the
operations for the first well at “Delphyne-1” site, concluded in January 2019, without

encountering commercial quantities of hydrocarbons.
Monetization of the «Aphrodite» gas field

June 2015 was a milestone month where Noble Energy International Ltd and their
partners at that time (Delek Drilling Limited Partnership / Avner Oil Exploration Limited
Partnership), declared the “Aphrodite’” discovery as commercial (Declaration of
Commerciality) and subsequently submitted the Development and Production Plan
(DPP) to the Minister of Energy, Commerce and Industry. This announcement is the

first ever made for indigenous natural gas reserves for Cyprus.

The Exploration Block 12 Licensee conducted studies to evaluate the various
monetization options of “Aphrodite” and in cooperation with the Ministry concluded
that, under the current economic and business / commercial environment in the oil and
gas sector and the available gas quantities, the best option for the sale of the Cypriot
gas are the regional markets, and especially the markets of Egypt. More specifically,
natural gas from “Aphrodite” will be transferred to Egypt via a subsea pipeline, it will
be liquefied in Egypt’'s LNG Plant at Idku and exported to Europe and other available
markets, while part of it, under certain circumstances, will be sold to the domestic
markets. Thus, the Governments of Cyprus and Egypt agreed on the content of an
intergovernmental agreement that provides for the construction of a pipeline for the
transportation of natural gas from the “Aphrodite” field to the LNG plant in Idku, which
was signed in September 2018 in Nicosia and ratified in April 2019.
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The acquisition from BG Group (which was subsequently acquired by Shell) of 35% of
the total rights of the “Aphrodite” gas field in 2016, which is involved in the LNG Plant
of ldku, demonstrates the commercial importance of “Aphrodite” and provided new

impetus to the commercialization efforts, since the potential for synergies is great.

An important landmark in the process for the development of the Aphrodite field is the
preliminary Gas Sales Agreement (GSA) reached by the joint venture and the Cyprus
Hydrocarbons Company (CHC), acting on behalf of the Republic of Cyprus, with
buyers in Egypt. The signature of a long-term GSA is a prerequisite for the

development of the field.

At the request of the consortium, negotiations between the Republic of Cyprus and the
consortium have been initiated in 2018 to change the terms of the Exploration and
Production Sharing Contract so as to allow the development of the Aphrodite field as
soon as possible in a way that is beneficial to both parties. The negotiations concluded
in November 2019 and the amended Production Sharing Contract was executed then.
In parallel, the consortium submitted the Development and Production Plan for the
“Aphrodite” gas field, which was approved in November 2019 and the first ever

Hydrocarbons Exploitation Licence was issued.

Finally, the interest that exists from Jordan for purchase of natural gas and mainly from
the European Union (EU), highlights the exploitation perspectives of natural gas in the
EEZ of the Republic. The EU has recognized the benefits that natural gas in the
Eastern Mediterranean region can provide (i.e., energy security, diversification of

supply sources) and is particularly interested for the developments in the region.
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Aphrodite Field Development Plan

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Vasilikos area Master Plan

In the context of the studies for the Natural Gas Liquefaction Plant in Vasilikos

(performed back in 2013), Noble Energy International Ltd (NEIL), its partners and the

Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry agreed to revise the Master Plan for the

Vasilikos area that was prepared in 2009, taking into account the new developments.

The Master Plan was completed in April 2015.
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Subsequently, a Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) regarding the Vasilikos

Master Plan was prepared, which was completed in November 2015 and placed under

Public Consultation. As a result of the Public Consultation and the evaluation of the

SEA by the relevant Environmental Committee, the Environmental Opinion issued on

the 26 January 2017. In 2017, the extension of Vasilikos Port was decided and a
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revision of the Master Plan and its relevant SEA was deemed necessary. The

preparation of the studies mentioned above started in June 2019.

The completion of this procedure gives the State the ability to proceed with its plans

for the Vasilikos area and the establishment of the Energy Centre.
Cyprus relations with neighbouring countries

The Republic of Cyprus, in the context of its external energy policy, has promoted in
the recent years trilateral as well as quadrilateral cooperation between Cyprus and

countries such as, Greece, Israel, Italy, Egypt, Lebanon, Jordan and Palestine.
Specifically, on the trilateral - quadrilateral level, the following took place within 2019:

o The 1st Trilateral Meeting of the Speakers of Parliaments of Cyprus - Greece -
Egypt was held in January 2019.

o In March 2019, the Governments of the United States of America, the State of
Israel, the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Cyprus met in Jerusalem to
reaffirm their common commitment to promoting peace, stability, security and
prosperity in the region of the Eastern Mediterranean. It is noted that U.S.
Secretary of State, Mr. Mike Pompeo, underlined the U.S. support for the
trilateral mechanism established by Israel, Greece and Cyprus, stressing the
importance of an increased cooperation. The state leaders agreed to increase
regional co-operation thus increasing energy security and prosperity.

o In April 2019, a Trilateral Meeting was held in Lebanon at the level of Foreign
Ministers between Lebanon, Cyprus and Greece. On the side-lines of the
meeting, a bilateral (Cyprus-Lebanon) meeting was held between the two
countries' Foreign and Energy Ministers, where they confirmed the excellent
relations between the two countries and their intention to enhance their energy
cooperation. The focus of the meeting was the resumption of discussions on
the Framework Agreement concerning the Development and Exploitation of

Cross-Median Line Hydrocarbon Reservoirs.

In the context of regional co-operation, which the Republic of Cyprus promotes and

actively supports, the East Mediterranean Gas Forum (EMGF) was founded by seven
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countries of the region. The founding members are Egypt, Cyprus, Greece, Israel, Italy,
Jordan and Palestine. In January 2019, the first EMGF Ministerial meeting was held.
The Forum enjoys the full support of both the European Union and the United States
of America, as it is essentially a platform for structured dialogue on technical and trade
cooperation matters between importing, exporting and transit countries of natural gas.
The Forum also aims to create a regional gas market, while also exploring possible
mechanisms by which to make the Eastern Mediterranean competitive in the global

gas market.

Equally important, was the ratification to Law of the Intergovernmental Agreement
between the Republic of Cyprus and the Arab Republic of Egypt concerning the Direct
Submarine Gas Pipeline, which was published in April 2019. The Intergovernmental
Agreement, constitutes an important milestone for the Eastern Mediterranean region
as it strengthens the common efforts of the Eastern Mediterranean countries to
establish the necessary synergies to attract important investments in the infrastructure,

production and transport of hydrocarbons’ sector.

For the Republic of Cyprus, it is an important step towards the achievement of its
strategic goal, i.e. the exploitation of the natural resources within its Exclusive

Economic Zone.
Training and improvement of professional skills of civil employees

In accordance with our contractual obligations of the licensees for 2019, training
programmes associated with the hydrocarbons sector and funded by the Ministry of
Energy, Commerce and Industry were scheduled for the improvement of the
professional skills of civil employees. These were attended by state employees of
various departments that deal with hydrocarbon issues, such as the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs, the Ministry of Finance, the Ministry of Justice and Public Order, the Ministry
of Defence, the Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry, the Department of Labour
Inspection, the Department of Fisheries and Marine Research, the Geological Survey
Department, the Department of the Environment, the Law Office of the Republic, the
Cyprus Joint Rescue Coordination Centre (JRCC) and the Cyprus Organisation for
Standardization (CYS).
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Additionally, the Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry announced in 2019 the
granting of scholarships to undergraduate and postgraduate students, including PhDs,
for studies related to hydrocarbons, with a total amount of €1.100,000. The evaluation

of all the applications was based on academic, social and economic criteria.
Waste management of marinas and recreational crafts/yachts

The implementation of the Reception Facilities and Prohibition of Discharge into the
Sea of Ship-Generated Waste and Cargo Residues Regulations of 2003 in relation to
the marinas remained in 2019 the responsibility of the Ministry of Energy, Commerce
and Industry and was carried out by the Hydrocarbons Service. During 2019, the
necessary inspections of the three marinas operated in Cyprus (Larnaca Marina, St.
Raphael Marina and Limassol Marina) were conducted. These marinas have fully
complied with the provisions of these Regulations and in accordance with their Waste

Management Plans.
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11. ENERGY SERVICE

The mission of the Energy Service is to formulate and implement the Government’s
policy in the energy sector. Its main strategic goals for 2019 were the optimal
functioning of the internal energy market, the exploitation of the national energy
savings potential and the promotion of domestic renewable energy sources. The above
strategic goals were included in the Service’s Strategic Plan 2019 — 2021 and under
each one of them a number of activities were planned, the major ones being the

following:

o Development of the necessary energy infrastructure.

o Integration of the internal energy market.

o Supervision of the internal energy market.

o Implementation of the National Energy Efficiency Action Plan.

o Implementation of the National Action Plan for Renewable Energy Sources.

In addition, in 2019, the final National Energy and Climate plan for 2030 has been
prepared, setting the national strategy, policies and measures for reaching the national

energy and climate obligations for 2030.
Renewable Energy Sources

Support schemes for RES systems
The following actions were implemented for the promotion of the RES systems in both

heating and cooling and electricity:

A. Support scheme for the production of electricity from renewable energy

sources for self-consumption.
This Scheme covered for the following installations:

o Net-metering photovoltaic systems with capacity up to 10KW for all consumers
(residential and non-residential). From March 2019 to June 2019, the total

allocated capacity for this category was 20MW.

o Net-billing photovoltaics systems as well as other RES systems with capacity
from 10kW to 10MW for commercial and industrial consumers. The total
allocated capacity for this category was 40MW.

o Off-grid RES systems for unlimited total capacity.

B. Support scheme for Electricity Generation from Renewable Energy Sources
(RES) within the Competitive Electricity Market Framework.

The above Scheme, which was initially announced in 2017, continued operating in
2019. In total, 76 projects with a cumulative capacity of 115,8 MW were approved in
the Scheme. All the PV projects, as well as the biomass utilization project, are within
the responsibility of the Distribution System Operator (DSO), while the one application
received for a wind farm is in the responsibility of the Transmission System Operator.

In detail the RES Technologies approved are listed at table 2:

By the end of 2019, the DSO issued the Final Connection Terms for most of the

projects.

For PV systems, by the end of 2019, 33 systems of a total capacity of 13 MW, were
already connected, while 21 projects of 50MW capacity are under construction: 20
projects of capacity 38 MW, are in line to receive their final connection terms to enter
the construction phase. For the Wind Farm and Biomass projects, the final connection

terms were not issued in 2019.

By January 2020, the DSO reported to the Ministry that, for 127 projects of capacity
197 MW, the preliminary connection terms were issued. Out of those, 93 projects of
capacity 145 MW, already accepted the terms and submitted the required Bank

Guarantees.

Share of RES in total energy consumption

In 2019, the share of RES in the total final energy consumption reached 13,78%,
exceeding both the indicative target for the years 2017-2018 and the mandatory
national target of 13% RES in 2020, under the RES Directive 2009/28/EC.

Also, the share of the RES in the electricity generation reached 9,37%, in the heating-

cooling sector 37,11% and 2,61% in the transport sector.

Based on data provided by the Electricity Authority, the total installed power capacity

from various RES Systems in the power generation was as follows:

o 157,4 MW of photovoltaic systems.
o 157,5 MW of wind farms (6 units).
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o 12,8 MW biomass plants (14 units).
Certification schemes for installers of small-scale renewable energy systems

The Energy Service as the competent authority, has approved six Training Institutions
and four Examination Organizations for the conduct of educational programs and

examinations for the certification of small-scale RES systems installers.
Approved Training Bodies

o The Photovoltaic Technology Laboratory of the University of Cyprus as a
training institution for installers of photovoltaic systems.

o Cyprus Energy Agency as a training institution for installers of boilers and
biomass stoves.

o Cyprus Productivity Centre as a training institution for installers of photovoltaic
systems.

o Cyprus Employers and Industrialists Federation as a training institution for
installers of solar thermal systems.

o Cyprus Employers and Industrialists Federation as a training institution for
installers of heat pump.

o Frederick University as a training institution for installers of photovoltaic

systems.
Approved Examination Bodies

o The Photovoltaic Technology Laboratory of the University of Cyprus as an
examination organization for installers of photovoltaic systems.

o Cyprus Productivity Centre as an examination organization for installers of
photovoltaic systems.

o Cyprus Productivity Centre as an examination organization for installers of
solar thermal systems.

o Frederick University as an examination institution for installers of photovoltaic

systems.
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By the end of 2019, 64 qualified PV- system installers and 25 solar thermal system
installers have been certified and registered in the Registry of Small-Scale Installers

and solar thermal system installers following the provisions of the RES directive.
Long Term Energy Studies for the future development of RES

Several long-term energy studies have been conducted to examine various scenarios
for RES deployment in the coming decades and to support planning energy policies to
meet the energy and climate future RES targets and obligations up to 2030. A public
consultation took place for the proposed policies and measures. These studies are
available on the Energy Service’s website and have been incorporated into the final

National Energy and Climate Plan of Cyprus.

In particular, in the framework of the technical assistance “Technical support to
improve the penetration of renewable energy sources and energy efficiency in Cyprus”
provided by the European Commission — Structural Reform Support Service (SRSS)
and in collaboration with the Italian institute Ricerca sul Sistema Energetico (RSE) the
following software programs have been developed that will contribute to the

improvement and further penetration of RES in the energy system of Cyprus:

Software tool for the optimum design of self-consumption PV systems:
Development of a Software tool that will support for optimization of Photovoltaic
System sizing based on the consumer demand profile. This software tool can be used
by professionals, such as energy consultants that are responsible for designing solar
PV systems, as well as by end-users, to indicate the system size (in Kw) needed in

each case.

Forecasting tool for variable renewable energy sources: Development of an
enhanced forecasting tool to improve the prediction of intermittent Renewable Energy
Sources to the electricity Grid. The software analyses the statistical data that occurred
during past periods and, in combination with climate predictions from other
metrological software, provides weather to power tool. The tool can be potentially used
from both RES producers and the Distribution System Operator of Cyprus (DSO) for
better prediction, and in parallel, it can also be used from the Transmission System

Operator (TSO) further to adjust the dispatching schedule of the Conventional Units.
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The Energy service participates in various European research programs to
monitor RES developments and inform the public about new technologies: For
example, the StoRES program that was approved under the Interreg MED program
with the main target to indicate and optimize the best storage size and technologies

appropriate for use behind the meter for small scale storage systems.
Energy Efficiency

With reference to energy efficiency, additional measures and policies have been
launched in order to achieve national targets and obligations by 2020. Regarding the
mandatory target for cumulative end-use energy savings equal to 241.588 toe in the
period 2014-2020, the national plan has been revised. Based on the measures
included in it for the three years 2018-2020, the target is expected to be exceeded.

The main measures contributing to its achievement are: excise taxes on motor fuels,
green levy of electricity, motor vehicle taxes based on CO2 emissions, financial
incentives for energy efficiency investments in households and business (SMEs),
consumer information actions, measures in the public and wider public sector,
replacement of street lamps, establishment of an energy efficiency network with
voluntary agreements with businesses, incentives for buildings with higher energy
efficiency than the minimum legislative requirements, etc. Moreover, a new legislation
has been prepared and sent for legal vetting, for allocating energy-saving obligations

to large electricity distributors but also to large oil product distributors.

For the transposition of the revised Energy Efficiency Directive (Directive
2018/2002/EU amending Directive 2012/27/EU on energy efficiency) into the national
law, two bills a have been prepared and submitted for legal vetting. According to the

NECP, the quantitative targets for energy efficiency are:
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o Primary Energy Consumption of 2,4 Mtoe in 2030 (indicative Target).

o Final Energy Consumption of 2 Mtoe in 2030 (indicative Target).

o Achieving cumulative energy saving of 243 ktoe during 2021-2030 (obligatory
target).

For reaching the cumulative end use savings target for 2030, a mixture of policies and
measures will be implemented in all sectors of the economy. These include, inter alia,
regulatory and financing measures for households, services and industrial sector,
action plan for reducing energy consumption in transport sector, measures in water
sector as well as cross-cutting measures such as energy and CO. taxes, energy

efficiency obligation schemes, as well as informative and capacity building measures.

Currently there are 14 cogeneration plants operating in Cyprus with total installed
capacity of 13,1 MWe generating. A scheme based on net-billing principle was open
in 2019 for the installation of high efficiency cogeneration units with capacity up to 5
MW in the commercial and public sector. The total capacity of high efficiency
cogeneration units to be installed under this Scheme is 20 MW. There are two pilot
projects underway to install high efficiency cogeneration units in two public buildings

and are expected to be in operation by the end of 2021.

Progress has been made on implementing two new Interregional European programs
between Cyprus and Greece (SYNERGEIN and STRATENERGY). Through these
programs, resources of € 2,7 million will be utilized mainly for energy upgrade projects

in 11 buildings of wider public sector.

For increasing public awareness on the benefits of energy efficiency, a set of measures
were implemented in 2019. These include inter alia workshops, annual fairs, lectures,
information campaigns on media (TV, radio, social media), billboards, daily press and
buses. They also included targeted awareness raising actions such as, energy
efficiency web-page, electronic tool for energy efficiency, energy days, energy safari,

energy efficiency network/voluntary agreements for business.
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Legislation has been implemented for licensing of Energy Auditors for buildings,
processes and transport, as well as for the licensing of Energy Service Providers.
Within 2019, educational programs and examinations were carried out by
organizations approved by the Competent Authority (Energy Service). Actions were
taken in order to increase the number of licensed energy auditors in transport. By the
end of 2019 a total of 73 individuals were registered as Energy auditors and 19 legal

entities on the respective Energy Services Providers registry.

Within 2019, the new minimum energy efficiency performance requirements for new
buildings and buildings that are renovated have been drafted based on the calculation
of cost-optimum levels and public consultation. The aim is that all new buildings must
be a Nearly Zero Energy Buildings (NZEB) by 31% of December 2020 and to increase

the level of energy efficiency upgrades in existing buildings.

Additionally, new buildings and renovated buildings which are classified as energy
class A and at least 25% of the calculated total energy consumption is produced by
renewable energy sources, criteria that are also set out for NZEB, can benefit of an
increase of the building factor by 5%. In 2019, a significant increase in the use of this
incentive was recorded, specifically 482 have applied to Energy Service to confirm that

they met the criteria of the Mandate compared with 160 cases in 2018.

In order to transpose the Directive 2018/844/EE in national legislation, the legislation
that modifies the Law that Regulates Energy Performance of Buildings has been

drafted. The main elements introduced are:

o Measures to promote electromobility infrastructure in buildings.

o Upgrades the Strategy for Mobilizing Investments in Building Renovation to
Long — term Renovation Strategy in order to include measurable progress
indicators in building renovation and issues like energy poverty.

o A common voluntary system that evaluates the smart readiness of buildings
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Energy related products

The Energy Service is the competent authority responsible for the implementation of
Directive 2009/125/EC (establishing a framework setting the Eco-design requirements
for energy-related products), the implementation of the Regulation 2017/1369 (setting
a framework for energy labelling and repealing Directive 2010/30/EU) and the
Regulation (EC) No 1222/2009 (on the labelling of tyres with respect to fuel efficiency
and other essential parameters).

In 2019, 277 inspections for the eco-design requirements for energy related products

have been conducted and in 3 cases, penalties were imposed.

Furthermore, during 2019:

The Market Surveillance Program for the year 2020, has been prepared and
communicated to the European Commission. At the same time, the market
surveillance activities for the year 2019 were evaluated and further actions and
measures were identified that will improve the effectiveness of the supervision.
For the better implementation of the Regulation 1369/2017, a bill has been
prepared and sent for legal vetting.

New Inspection Guidelines have been prepared which include standard
procedures for conducting inspections of eco-design and energy labeling
products, as well as templates of electronic monthly reports with standard
inspection data, for ensuring better monitoring.

The new product database established by European Commission, EPREL, is
almost completed and familiarization has commenced. The product database
will enhance the market surveillance procedures for competence authorities,
and will provide accurate, relevant and comparable information on energy
consumption of energy related products to the customers, thus facilitating the
choice of products consuming less energy and other essential resources.

The Energy Service actively participated in the discussion and negotiation of
the legislative procedure of the European Commission proposal for updating
and /improving the tyre regulation which aims at providing consumers with
information on fuel efficiency, safety and noise when buying tyres, and provides
for labels with accurate, relevant and comparable information on those aspects.
Participation in the Concerted Action for the European Project Energy
efficiency compliant product 3 (EEPLIANT 3 2019-2022). The project aims to

support joint surveillance actions for market surveillance by the Member States,
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share best practices, exploit synergies in product testing and improve

compliance with legislation, under «Horizon 2020».
Internal Energy Market

Electricity Market

Legislative amendments: A Bill entitled "The Regulation of the Electricity Market
(Amending) Law of 2019" was submitted to the Law Office of the Republic for legal
vetting. This Bill achieves:
o To better harmonize national legislation with the European Union Act entitled
“Directive 2009/72/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 13 July
2009, concerning common rules for the internal market in electricity”.
o Effective implementation of the European Union Act entitled “Regulation (EU)
No 1227/2011 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 25 October
2011 on wholesale energy market integrity and transparency”.
o More effective functioning of the electricity market.
o The independence of the Cyprus Transmission System Operator (TSOC) from
the vertically integrated Electricity Authority of Cyprus (EAC).

In addition, the process of harmonizing national legislation with the “Clean Energy for
All Europeans” EU legislative package was launched in 2019. Specifically, national
legislation will be harmonized with the Directive (EU) 2019/944 on common rules for
the internal market for electricity, the Regulation (EU) 2019/943 on the internal market
for electricity and the Regulation (EU) 2019/941 on risk on risk-preparedness in the

electricity sector.
Competitive Electricity Market

TSOC, which also acts as the Market Operator, proceeded with the tendering
procedure for awarding a contract for the procurement and configuration of the Market
Management System i.e., the system necessary for the operation of the electricity
market. The DSO is in the process of implementing a Metering Data Management
System. In 2019, Cyprus Energy Regulatory Authority (CERA) has granted seven (7)
new supply licenses bringing the total number of supply licenses issued to fourteen

(14). Furthermore, CERA has issued generation licenses for a total of 20MW from
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Renewable Energy Sources and 269,5MW from conventional fuel in 2019. CERA has
also provided relevant license exemptions for approximately 183MW of Renewable

Energy Sources.
Protection of Vulnerable Consumers of Electricity

Based on the provisions of the Electricity Law, the Minister of Energy, Commerce and
Industry, after consultation with CERA and the Minister of Labour, Welfare and Social
Insurance, has issued a relevant Order (no. K.D.P. 289/2015) and a Decision (K.D.P
286/2016) regarding the energy poverty, the categories of vulnerable customers of

electricity and the measures to be taken to protect such customers.

The total number of the beneficiaries of the vulnerable categories of electricity is

approximately 53.330.

The measures for the protection of vulnerable consumers of electricity continued

during 2019 and include:

o Reduced prices on electricity tariffs.

o Measure to safeguard the continuous supply of electricity, during critical
periods, to those vulnerable consumers that uninterrupted power supply is
essential for reasons related to their health.

o Financial incentives for participating in a Plan for setting up a Photovoltaic
system at their house with the net-metering method.

o Financial incentives for upgrading the energy efficiency of their houses.

o At the same time, requests from various groups of the population for inclusion

in the categories of vulnerable consumers of electricity have been examined.
Natural Gas Market

The long-term supply of Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG) will be achieved through the
development of the necessary infrastructure and it will be used initially for electricity
generation purposes and subsequently for other uses. The long-term goal aims to lift
the energy isolation of Cyprus and the establishment of a functional and competitive

natural gas market.
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Liquefied Natural Gas Import terminal infrastructure: The Energy Service
coordinates the implementation of the Council of Ministers’ Decision, dated 18/5/2017,

which mandates, among others, DEFA/ETYFA to proceed with the following:

o Toissue an invitation for tenders for the long-term supply of LNG to Cyprus,
initially for electricity generation purposes, and

o to issue an invitation for tenders to seek for a strategic investor for the
construction and operation of the necessary infrastructure, which includes the
Floating Storage and LNG Regasification Unit, the mooring facility, a pipeline

up to the Vasilikos power station & buffer, etc.

Moreover, the Energy Service, through the appointed Project Steering Committee and
a Project Manager acting on behalf of the Republic of Cyprus, coordinates the project’s
activities in collaboration with ETYFA/DEFA, especially with respect to the licensing

procedure.

On 23/08/2019 ETYFA completed the evaluation process of the tenders submitted for
the project and on 13/12/2019 the contract was signed between ETYFA and the
consortium, China Petroleum Pipeline Engineering CO Ltd — CPP, METRON S.A and
Hudong-Zhonghua Shipbuilding Co. Ltd & Wilhelmsen Ship Management Limited.
According to the tender terms, the Consortium must complete all project related

infrastructure 24 months from the date of commencement of the project works.

Legislative amendments: In 2019, CERA submitted to MECI recommendations for a
review of the Natural Gas Market Law of 2004 until 2018, aiming on improving the
existing legislative framework. The suggestions were reviewed by the Ministry in 2019
and comments were submitted to CERA. It is expected that in 2020, technocratic
meetings scheduled to be held between MECI and CERA representatives in order to

review CERA'’s suggestions and MECI’s comments as per the above.
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Petroleum Products: Regarding the market of petroleum products, the Energy
Service coordinates the procedures on the relocation of the oil and liquefied petroleum
gas facilities from the seafront of Larnaca area to Vasilikos area and carries out

inspections regarding the quality of petroleum products.

Relocation of the oil and liquefied petroleum gas facilities: The coordination of the
procedures regarding the relocation of the oil and liguefied petroleum gas facilities from
the seafront of Larnaca area, according to the Government’s decision, was one of the

main priorities of the Service in 2019.

According to the Memorandum of Understanding and Cooperation between the
Government and the oil and gas companies for the relocation of their facilities from the
Larnaca seafront area, signed in June 2018, the oil facilities shall be moved to Energy
and Industrial Area of Vasilikos until 31/12/2019 and LPG facilities as well as bitumen
facilities until 31/12/2020.

In the context of the Memorandum's provisions, the Energy Service coordinated the
necessary meetings of the Steering and Ministerial Committees for monitoring the
progress of the relocation of the oil and LPG facilities and participants discussed and
solved any problems and pending issues that delay the relocation. On a quarterly
basis, the Energy Service prepared Progress Reports which the Minister submitted to

the Council of Ministers.
As a result of the above actions:

o Two oil companies secured all the required permits and proceeded with the
construction of new terminals in the Vasilikos area. The transfer of oil products
from Larnaca to Energy and Industrial Area of Vasilikos has been commenced
since November 2019.

o The companies that will not construct terminal, have signed agreements for the
transfer of their operating reserves to existing or under construction facilities.
One company has moved its operations to Vasilikos before the end of 2019,

while a second one is planning to move its activities until March 2020.
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o LPG companies are in the process of licensing their new terminals. The
necessary actions have been taken to address the licensing problems that have
arisen.

o Two bitumen companies have also started their plans and are in the process
of licensing for the construction of new terminals in the area of Vasilikos. Also,
they are in discussion with the companies that currently store bitumen at the
terminal of the Cyprus Oil Storage Company Ltd (KETAP) in Larnaca, in order
to sign storage agreements.

o The Cyprus Organization for the Storage and Management of Oil Stocks
(KODAP) has proceeded with the required applications for the licensing of the
privately owned terminal for the storage of petroleum products in Energy and
Industrial Area of Vasilikos for the storage of national oil stocks. This project

already secured funding of €35m. from the European Investment Bank.

Inspection on the quality of petroleum products: In order to ensure the quality of
the petroleum products placed in the market, in the context of the implementation of
“The specifications of petroleum products and fuels law of 2003” N.148(1)/2003 as
amended, the inspectors of the Ministry carry out inspections and take fuel samples
from retail sites /sale points of petroleum products and oil terminals. Also, samples are
taken from land-based combustion units, ships of all flags at berth in Cyprus Ports,
marine fuel of local suppliers, trucks and other vehicles. The quality of the samples
was tested with the use of the Ministry’s Mobile Laboratory Unit and at the laboratory
of the Cyprus Petroleum Storage Company Ltd. In addition, tests were performed for
samples of petroleum products for which consumers have submitted complaints

concerning their quality.

In 2019, a total of 1.041 samples were analyzed, of which 987 samples were taken
from 263 retail sites of all the oil companies, 18 samples from enterprises/ land-based
combustion units, 22 samples from vessels that were at berth in Cyprus Ports and 6
samples from local marine fuel suppliers. Furthermore, 8 samples of LPG cylinders
were taken and analyzed according to the requirements of the Law. According to the
results of the above laboratory analysis, the majority of the fuels available in the Cyprus
market were in compliance with the legislative specifications, since only 7 samples

were not in compliance with the specifications. Additionally, 3 samples taken from
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vessels at berth in Cyprus’ ports were not in compliance with the requirements of the
legislation, by exceeding the maximum limit of sulphur content and thus, administrative

fines were imposed.

Maintenance of oil stocks: KODAP maintains the national oil stocks, equivalent to
90 days of average daily net imports, according to “the Maintenance of Oil Stocks Law
of 2003” N.149(1)/2003 as amended. The amount of national oil stocks for 2019 was
655.000 tons and stocks were held in Cyprus and member states of European Union.

“The Maintenance of Oil Stocks (Amending) Law of 2019” was prepared in the context
of harmonization of the national legislation with the provisions of Directive (EU)
2018/1581 amending Council Directive 2009/119/EC as regards the methods for
calculating stockholding obligations. The draft of amending law and relevant
Regulations were submitted to the House of Representatives for voting in December
of 2019.

Biofuels -Transport Sector Targets: On 27/09/2019, the Decree on the Percentage
of Blending Conventional Transport Fuels with Biofuels of 2019 was adopted. The
obligatory percentage of blending biofuels with the conventional transport fuels (petrol
and diesel) was increased from 2,4% to 5% based on energy content, contributing to

the achievement of transport sector targets:

o The share of energy from renewable sources in all forms of transport in 2020
is at least 10 % of the final consumption of energy in transport, and

o 6% reduction of life cycle greenhouse gas emissions per unit of energy from
fuel and energy supplied in road transport sector by 31/12/2020, compared with

the fuel baseline standard.

According to the data submitted by fuel suppliers, 11.297 tons of oil equivalent of
biofuels were consumed in 2019 and the annual percentage of blending biofuels

with the conventional transport fuels was 3,3%.

Cyprus Energy Balance: According to the statistical energy data for Cyprus, the

consumption of energy for 2018 was increased compared to the energy consumption
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of 2017, and the contribution of renewable energy sources was increased at 12,25%.

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Applied Energy Laboratory

The Applied Energy Laboratory provides test services to the solar thermal systems industry. The
laboratory’s goal is to assist the Cypriot solar thermal industry in product improvement. The aim is to
contribute to the necessary continuous improvement of product quality and performance as a means of
retaining and improving the industry’s competitive advantage. The Laboratory is accredited by the Cyprus
Accreditation Body, the Cyprus Organization for the Promotion of Quality (CYS-CYSAB), according to EN
ISO/IEC 17025:2017. The tests performed by the Laboratory can be also used for Solar Keymark
certification which is applied to more than 1200 solar thermal products and underlines that those products
fulfil European standards for thermal collectors EN 12975 and EN 12976 for solar systems. Solar thermal
products with Solar Keymark certification can penetrate European and other markets and are especially

preferable for funding purposes.

The Laboratory is equipped with high quality instruments, adequate to carry out tests in the following

categories:

o Solar thermal collectors (1ISO9806).

o Solar thermal systems (EN12976).

o Hot water storage tanks (EN12977-3).

o Electrical storage water heaters (prEN50440).

The number of tests performed by the Laboratory in the period 2017-2019 is shown in the table below.

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Foreseeing the necessity for further improvement of the provided services of the Laboratory to the local
market, the management of the Laboratory agreed to transfer the Laboratory to a university institution. To
this end, in 2019 a memorandum of understanding was signed between the Ministry and the Cyprus

University of Technology.
The Renewable Energy and Energy Conservation Fund

The Renewable Energy and Energy Conservation Fund, aims to reduce the energy cost for consumers

and to contribute to the achievement of the national renewable and energy efficiency targets.

In 2019, the Fund provided financial incentives in the form of state grants under the following support

schemes:

o Installation of thermal insulation on roofs of existing houses.

o Installation of thermal insulation on roofs of existing houses in combination with the installation of
photovoltaic system (PV) with the net metering method.

o Installation of PV with the net metering method in existing houses of all energy consumers.

o Installation of PV with the net metering method in houses of vulnerable energy consumers.

Also, in 2019 a grant scheme for the promotion of energy audits in small and medium-sized enterprises
(SMEs) was launched, in order to promote the performance of energy audits in the areas where SMEs are

engaged in their economic activity and in which energy is consumed.
Resources have been allocated in order to operate new support schemes in 2020.
Projects of Common Interest

The Republic of Cyprus, as a member state of the European Union, has been promoting since 2013 three
Projects of Common Interest (PCIs), the «EuroAsia Interconnector», the «EastMed Pipeline» and the
"CyprusGas2EU" as referred in section 3.2.1, based on the guidelines for trans-European energy
infrastructure under EU Regulation 347/2013. The MECI has been appointed by a Decision of the Council

of Ministers as the National Competent Authority to coordinate the licensing procedure of PCls. The

implementation of PCIs will lift Cyprus energy isolation and will contribute to the achievement of the Energy

Union's targets for 2030.

EastMed Pipeline promoted by IGI Poseidon S.A. is an offshore/onshore natural gas pipeline, directly
connecting East Mediterranean resources to Greece via Cyprus and Crete. The project promoter
completed the PRE-FEED studies and proceeded to FEED studies which are expected to be completed
by end of 2021.

«EuroAsia Interconnector» promoted by EuroAsia Interconnector Ltd is an electricity subway
interconnection which aims to connect the Israel-Cyprus-Crete electrical systems. The project entered the
second phase of the licensing procedure in November 2019 and is expected to be completed by the end
of 2021.

The PCIs have been awarded with European grants through the Connecting Europe Facility (CEF)

program, € 36,5 million for the EastMed Pipeline and €15.8 million for the EuroAsia Interconnector.

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12. CONSUMER PROTECTION SERVICE

The main objective of the Consumer Protection Service (CPS) is to strengthen the protection and
empowerment of consumers. This is achieved through a number of actions aimed at (a) ensuring
enforcement of legislation, (b) enhancing consumer safety and (c) improving information and education for

consumers and businesses.

In 2019, the CPS handled 5.337 consumer requests for guidance and information with regard to their legal

rights. Figure 1 below, summarizes the Information Requests received by CPS over the last three years.

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Consumers Helpline 1429:

The Consumer Protection Service operates a telephone helpline (1429), through which consumers have
the opportunity to receive information regarding their rights and obtain advice on various consumer issues.
During 2019, the Helpline has received 4.618 information requests, which accounted for 86.5% of the total
information requests received by the Agency for the same period (see also Figure 2).

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Price Observatories: In an effort to safeguard conditions of healthy, effective and efficient competition
between retailers and to protect consumer rights through price transparency, the retail price level of various

products is being monitored on a constant basis through Price Observatories.

These are published in the press and uploaded on the Service’s website (www.consumer.gov.cy).
Consumers can be informed on the retail prices of everyday use products. The publication of the Price

Observatories can assist consumers in making better purchasing choices.

“Price observatories” enhance competition by increasing consumer-awareness, enabling consumers to

compare prices more selectively and adopt rational consumer behaviour through informed choices.

In 2019, three (3) seasonal Price observatories took place, for Green Monday, Easter and Christmas.

Awareness Campaigns/Activities: Consumer education and the development of proper consumer
culture, are amongst the main tasks of the Consumer Protection Service. Within 2019, the Service has
implemented, among others, the following:
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Organized several seminars (i.e. in schools) and events and delivered a number of lectures on
various consumer issues.

Participation in a conference organized by the Pedagogical Institute on "Consumer Education".
Implemented an advertising campaign through the media to inform consumers and traders about
the Alternative Dispute Resolution.

Issued several press releases and brochures.

The following activities were also undertaken as part of the efforts to inform both travelers and package

travel organizers:

Presentation of the provisions of the Package Travel law, to inform consumers about their rights
under this legislation. The presentation took place on 04th of July 2019 as part of an event for the
consumer rights related to package travel and air passenger rights organized by the Delegation of
the European Commission to Cyprus.

Presentation of the rights of the travelers under the Package Travel law, which took place on April
02, 2019, at the Cyprus Consumers' Association's "School of Consumers".

Awareness campaign through television and radio media on the rights of travelers in relation to

package travel law.

Moreover, during 2019, the Deputy Director and officers of the Service made 24 interventions in the media.

Most of the interventions took place during live broadcasting and were related to issues of direct interest

to consumers, such as fuel prices, the results of Price Observatories, the safety of products, product sales,

as well as to general information on the laws applied by the Service.

Finally, the Service has launched an information campaign to traders in order to persuade them to register

and patrticipate to the Consumer Code of Conduct. The main purpose of this Code is to regulate the

relationship between consumers and traders in matters not covered by the existing consumer legislation.

In particular, the Code provides additional benefits to consumers regarding the policy applied by the trader,

product returns, product returns in sales periods, gift vouchers, discount vouchers, offers provided by the

trader, trader’s behavior and service to the consumer and complaints handling. The Code also contains

basic recommendations that the consumers are advised to adhere for their own benefit.
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Participation to the Code is voluntary for the traders. In 2019, 4 traders have registered and applied the
Code.

European/International Networks

With a view to ensuring the highest level of protection of the safety and economic interests of consumers,
the Consumer Protection Service participates in and/or hosts the following networks: CPN, RAPEX, CPC,
ECC and ICPEN.

Consumer Policy Network — CPN: The Consumer Policy Network (CPN) is a network of senior officials
in the field of consumer policy. CPN is considered to be a high-level forum where the European
Commission consults Member States’ consumer protection authorities on issues relevant to the promotion

and protection of the interests of the consumers.

RAPEX: RAPEX is a European network system that deals with the rapid exchange of information between
Member States and the European Commission, with regard to dangerous consumer products being placed
on the market. In 2019, the total number of notifications on unsafe products notified via the RAPEX System
was 2.080. Cyprus submitted 126 notifications to the System regarding unsafe products being placed in

the local market.

The most serious risks identified in the Cyprus market mainly concerned children clothing, electrical

appliances, toys and chemical products.

Consumer Protection Cooperation (CPC): The new CPC Regulation (EU) 2017/2394 OF THE
EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT AND OF THE COUNCIL of 12 December 2017 on cooperation between
national authorities responsible for the enforcement of consumer protection laws is repealing Regulation
(EC) No 2006/2004. The new CPC Regulation was published in the Official Journal of the European Union
on 27/12/2017 and will enter into force on 17/01/2020.

The aim of the new Regulation is to work with the competent authorities of the Member States to jointly
address violations of consumer protection when the problem concerns traders and consumers from

different Member States. The Regulation shall apply to a number of EU Directives and Regulations
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included in the Annex to the Regulation and a number of competent authorities have been designated for
their application accordingly.

With the new CPC Regulation competent authorities will have a minimum set of investigation and
enforcement powers in order to apply this Regulation, to cooperate with each other more quickly and more
efficiently and to deter traders from committing infringements covered by this Regulation. Those powers
should be sufficient to tackle the enforcement challenges of e-commerce and the digital environment
effectively and to prevent non-compliant traders from exploiting gaps in the enforcement system by
relocating to Member States whose competent authorities are not equipped to tackle unlawful practices.
Those powers should enable Member States to ensure that necessary information and evidence can be
validly exchanged among competent authorities to achieve an equal level of effective enforcement in all

Member States.

The aim of the new Regulation is to work with the competent authorities of the Member States to jointly
address violations of consumer protection when the problem concerns traders and consumers from
different Member States. The Regulation shall apply to a number of EU Directives and Regulations
included in the Annex to the Regulation and a number of competent authorities have been designated for

their application accordingly.

Under the CPC Regulation, the Digital Consumer Protection Cooperation System (CPCS) has been
operating since the beginning of 2007, through which information is exchanged between EU Member
States on possible cross-border violations of Community consumer protection legislation. Under the New
Regulation, the CPC will use the Internal Market Information System (“IMI”). The IMI Electronic Platform
will be used for functions related to the Mutual Assistance Mechanism (Articles 11, 13, 14), the Alert
Mechanism (Articles 26, 27, 28) as well as the coordinated investigation and enforcement mechanisms for

EU-wide infringements. dimension articles (15-22).

The CPS has prepared a draft harmonized law entitled "The Cooperation between the Competent
Authorities for the Enforcement of Consumer Protection Law, 2019", which transposes certain provisions

of the Regulation for their effective implementation in the national law.
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The purpose of the draft law is to provide consumers with more effective cross-border protection,
strengthen cooperation and coordination between competent authorities in the field of consumer protection,
and strengthen the legislative framework and powers of the competent authorities. The public consultation
has been completed and on May 2019 submitted to the legal authority (Law Office of the Republic of
Cyprus) for legal vetting.

Moreover, in 2019 the Consumer Protection Service participated in the online survey called “2019 Internet
Sweep” which was focused on delivery issues in three sectors (clothing and/or footwear; furnishing and
household items; and electric appliances). The questions focused on whether key consumer information
(e.g., on delivery arrangements, right of withdrawal and legal guarantee) is provided in a clear and

prominent manner at different stages of the purchase.

European Consumer Centre (ECC Cyprus): The European Union (EU), in an effort to further protect
consumers’ rights, has created the European Consumer Centers Network consisting of all the Member
States of the EU, as well as Iceland and Norway. The Network provides information and advice to
European consumers on matters relating to the protection of their economic interests. The European
Consumer Centre of Cyprus (ECC Cyprus) has been a member of the European Consumers Centers
Network since April 2005 and is co-funded by the European Commission through the Directorate General
for Justice and Consumer (DG-Justice) and the Republic of Cyprus. ECC Cyprus provides information and
advice to consumers when conducting cross border transactions and supports them in seeking redress
through alternative means of dispute resolution. ECC Cyprus acts as a mediator towards an amicable
settlement of a dispute between the trader and the consumer. During 2019, the ECC Cyprus investigated
337 cross-border complaints and responded to 582 information requests (see also figure 4). Also, ECC
Cyprus responded to all surveys and queries from other ECCs and the Commission and patrticipated in the
joint project «Subscription Traps». Furthermore, ECC Cyprus issued the ECC Cyprus Annual Report 2018
and published a number of articles on current consumers’ issues in daily newspapers, online press and in
stakeholders’ publications. Moreover, officers of the Centre participated on TV and radio broadcasts to

discuss consumer issues, i.e., air passengers’ rights, e-commerce etc.

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International Consumer Protection and Enforcement Network (ICPEN): The International Consumer
Protection and Enforcement Network (ICPEN) is an international organization founded in 1992, composed
of consumer protection authorities from over 60 countries, including Cyprus. The main aim of ICPEN is to
prevent cross-border transgressions of consumer law beyond Europe and to create fair market conditions
for consumers. The organization of conferences, working groups, audio conferences and other joint
activities contribute in an essential way to the exchange of best practices between the competent
authorities of the participating countries. The Consumer Protection Service is actively involved in ICPEN's

joint actions since 2005.
Market Surveillance

Within the context of protecting the safety and economic interests of consumers, inspectors from the
Central and District Offices of the CPS conduct market surveillance activities, on a daily basis, covering a
broad spectrum of retailers such as supermarkets, bakeries, petrol stations, fruit and vegetable outlets.
The surveillance activities focus mainly on the pricing/unit price of consumer goods, sampling (halloumi
and other frozen food), checking retail prices at point of sales, prices of petroleum products and special
offers. During the year under review, the Consumer Protection Service conducted 33.397 market

inspections in the area of consumer protection (see table 1). In the policy area of the product and toys
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safety, the Consumer Protection Service carried out 8.648 inspections in supermarkets, bookshops, kiosks,

souvenir shops, toyshops, etc (see table 2).

An agreement was also signed with the State General Laboratory for the analyses of “Halloumi” products
(samples) in order to determine their compliance with the provisions of the relevant Laws and Regulations.
In the context of this agreement, 29 laboratory analyses were carried out in order to determine the
proportion of goat's or sheep's milk, or a mixture of them, used for the preparation of the products (samples).
In addition, 9 laboratory analyses were carried out to determine whether milk powder was used in the

preparation of the products (samples) and 20 more analyses for the determination of the moisture, fat and
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salt content of the products (samples). The Committee has evaluated the results of the above analyses

and issued a decision imposing an administrative fine of € 30,000.00.
Economic Interests of the consumers

During 2019, the Consumer Protection Service investigated 289 consumer complaints based on the laws

governing the financial interests and safety of consumers (see Table 4).

It is worth mentioning that, most of the complaints received by CPS mainly concerned Guarantees / legal
guarantee and commercial guarantees (19%), contracts and sales (24%), prices / tariffs (9%) and Unfair

Commercial Practices (43%) (see Figure 4).

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Specifically, with respect to the Financial Sector, the CPS continued its inspections of the contractual terms
of the Financial Institutions' contacts with the aim to ensure correct and complete consumer information
and to avoid any misleading and abusive practices. With regard to this sector, the CSP received 21
complaints concerning the existence of unfair commercial practices and unfair terms. Furthermore, through
the enforcement of the Law on unfair business-to-consumer commercial practices, the CPS issued one (1)

Administrative Decision imposing a fine of €20.000

campaign in supermarkets, to ensure that their offers are presented in a fai way, by delivering letters to

224 Supermarkets all over Cyprus.

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Furthermore, an examination was carried out by the CPS during 2018 and 2019 in order to examine
whether the advertisements of various financial institutions on consumer and mortgage credit services
complied with the provisions of the relevant laws. Warning letters were sent to the creditors. A follow up

was also launched in 2019, in order to ensure compliance and will be concluded within 2020.
Cooperation with stakeholders

Advisory Committee for Consumer Issues: The Minister of Energy, Commerce and Industry chairs the
Advisory Committee for Consumer Issues, which was institutionalised by the Decision of the Council of
Ministers on 05 January 2017. The Advisory Body discusses several topics related to consumer protection

and empowerment.

Cooperation with consumer associations and organizations: In seeking the most fruitful possible
involvement of social partners with regard to consumer issues, the Consumer Protection Service (CPS)
continued its close cooperation with all national consumer associations and organizations, i.e. the Cyprus
Consumers Association, the Pancyprian Consumers Union and Quality of Life and the consumer
organizations of SEK, PEO and DEOK trade unions in order to support their activities, including information
dissemination campaigns regarding consumer interests. The activities of the consumer associations and
organizations are supported by the CPS in various ways, including the provision of a proportional financial

assistance based on the Assistance Sponsorship Plan prepared by the CPS each year on the basis of its
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strategic objectives. During 2019, the CPS allocated the total amount of €45.000 to the national consumer
associations and organizations based on their Action Plan, in order to cover part of their overall expenditure

for activities related to information dissemination, training and campaigns regarding consumer interests.

Prices of Petroleum Products

The prices of petroleum products have been liberalized since May 2004. The price liberalization took place
when Cyprus acceded in the European Union. As petroleum prices affect consumers and the economy as
a whole, the Consumer Protection Service, based on the provisions of the relevant legislation is constantly
striving to strengthen and modernize the way that the fuel prices observation procedure takes place, having

always in mind the provisions of the relevant legislation.

Having in mind the above, the Consumer Protection Service has proceeded and amended the framework
under which the fuel prices are observed. In this context it further proceeded with hiring the services of a
financial advisory firm. Moreover, the Service continued the promotion of measures aiming at enhancing
price transparency. Specifically, the Service promoted the work of the electronic platform through which
the consumer can be informed in real time information on the retail fuel prices. This platform includes data
from approximately 300 retail service stations in Cyprus. Consumers can obtain information on fuel prices
that prevail in their province and are given the opportunity to trace the cheapest gas station in the area.

The platform is considered to be a useful tool in the hands of consumers.

In addition to the above, the Service also continued the publication on a weekly basis of a bulletin on fuel
prices, which includes details on the structure of prevailing prices. Finally, the Service has further
strengthened the cooperation with the Customs Department of the Ministry of Finance and efforts are made
for the Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry to automatically retrieving the data needed for the daily

work of the Service in this field.
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European Cooperation

Within the framework of the Ministry’s policy to actively participate in European programs, during the year
under review the Service participated in the «PROSAFE» Joint Market Surveillance Actions on the Safety
of Toys and the safety of soothers as well as in 20 European Committees and Working Groups, dealing

with the formulation of the European policy on Consumer Protection issues.

Furthermore, the Consumer Protection Service Cyprus (CPS) as a member of the European Network CPC
for consumer protection participated in the exchange of officials’ program of 2019. The CPS Cyprus has
successfully carried out the Exchange of Officials Programme regarding consumer protection matters with
the visit of four officials from the Directorate for Consumer Protection of the Ministry of Development and

Investments (CCP) in Greece. The officials exchange program took place from 09" to 11" of October 2019.

Competition
During the year of 2019, the Commission for the Protection of Competition submitted to the Minister of
Energy, Commerce and Industry, notification reports regarding 58 mergers and takeovers between
companies. The reports were conducted by the Consumer Protection Service (CPS) under the Merger
Control Law of 2014.

During the year of 2019, a survey was carried out regarding price fluctuations and trends of fresh,
pasteurized cow milk (full fat 3% and semi-skimmed 1,5% fat) for the years 2019 and 2018. The said
survey was based on market data provided by the Statistical Service of the Ministry of Finance and the
Eurostat’s statistics with regard to the harmonized Consumer Price Index (CPI), as well as on data from
the European Commission's Milk Price Observatory regarding the prices of raw milk at real fat content paid

to European milk producers.

Education and training of staff
The Training Team is responsible for identifying and facilitating the education and training needs of the
staff employed by the CPS and all other Services of the Ministry, in order to support effective staff
performance in relation to their duties. During the year of 2019 various training courses were organized for
the staff, aiming at acquiring general and specific skills and knowledge. These actions concerned a training
workshop for the CPS staff held at the Cyprus Academy of Public Administration (CAPA) in order to
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enhance their skills, including training courses in the French and Italian language, aiming at facilitating
staff whose duties require the use of the said languages thereby enhancing their language skills. The said
workshop was concentrated on the CPS and the Ministry’s Officers and Inspectors in developing their
negotiation skills. Twenty (20) officials participated in the said workshop. Furthermore, the workshop aimed
at familiarizing participants with the importance of negotiation skills throughout their work, identifying

different approaches, exploring parameters of effective negotiation and enhancing their negotiation skills.

Common Assessment Framework (CAF)
In the framework of the co-funded project titled "Learning Support for the Application of Administrative
Changes in Public Administration”, the CPS participated in cooperation with external experts in the action
called "Introduction of a Total Quality Management Tool in the Organization of the Cyprus Government
Departments — The Common Assessment Framework”. At the end of the year 2019, the draft of the Self-
Evaluation Report was completed and it is expected to be presented soon to the management team of the
CPS and of the General Directorate of the Ministry, for discussion and decision on the next steps The
CAF is a total quality management tool being developed on the basis of the European Foundation for
Quality Management (EFQM) and is dealing with a holistic approach for analyzing an organization's
performance by approaching it from different angles and perspectives at the same time. The CAF is
considered to be a simple and easy-to-use model for the self-assessment of public sector organizations in
order to initiate a continuous improvement process, to be achieved through the diagnosis of the current

situation and the identification of both strong points and other points which need improvement.
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13. WEIGHTS AND MEASURES SERVICE

The Weights and Measures Service (WMS) is the competent authority for the enforcement of the Weights
and Measures Legislation. Its principal aim is to ensure that accuracy of measurements is maintained,

both at trade level as well as at scientific level.

In accordance with the Weights and Measures Law (N. 19/74), as amended later, the responsibilities of

the Weights and Measures Service are:

o Ensuring that only the legal units of measurements are used in the Republic of Cyprus.

o The custody and preservation of the national standards of units of measurement.

o The transposition of the relevant EU Legislation into National Legislation, the drafting of primary as
well as subsidiary legislation relating to weights and measures and pre-packaged commaodities and
the implementation and enforcement of such legislation.

o The rendering of metrological services to the industry.

During 2019, the Weights and Measures Service verified and stamped a number of instruments of various

types. Specifically, the following verifications / inspections were carried out:

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14. CYPRUS ORGANISATION FOR THE PROMOTION OF QUALITY

The promotion of Quality is a basic aspect of development and growth. By Law, the Cyprus Organization
for the Promotion of Quality (CYS-CYSAB) is designated as the sole National Accreditation Body
(implementing the European Regulation (EC) 765/2008) and the prominent authority for the promotion of
guality issues in Cyprus. Being the single Accreditation Body in Cyprus, it provides services to Testing and
Calibration Laboratories, Medical Laboratories and Inspection and Certification Bodies. Moreover, it is
responsible for the implementation of the principles of Good Laboratory Practice (GLP) and for the national
system for Technical Natification (procedure which ensures the prevention of creating technical barriers to
trade) and also has a key role in the Notification process of Technical Approval Bodies, under the New
Approach Directives. As such CYS-CYSAB aims and ensures the strengthening of the competitiveness of
products and services, as well as protecting citizens’ concerns, their health, safety and welfare, in a

protected environment.

Through these actions, Cyprus Organization for the Promotion of Quality (CYS-CYSAB) plays an important
role in the regulation of the internal market and the protection of consumers and the environment. It also
contributes substantially to a global effort by the Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry to support the
strengthening of the competitiveness of Cypriot enterprises through the quality assurance of the products

and services they offer.

The Organization is a member of the Multilateral Agreement of the European Cooperation for Accreditation
(EA MLA) in the fields of Testing, Medical testing, Calibration and Inspection. It is also a signatory to the
Mutual Recognition Arrangement of the International Cooperation for Laboratory Accreditation (ILAC MRA)
in these fields. This ensures the recognition and equivalence of its certificates with other National
Accreditation Bodies. In 2019, four (4) new accreditation certificates were granted, totaling the number of
accredited bodies to 105. Also, in 2019, through a series of seminars and other educational programs, the
training of officers and external collaborators of the Organization continued on new and updated

International Standards.
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CYS-CYSAB represents Cyprus in the European and wider international level in the fields of its
competence. It actively participates in the General Assembly of the European Cooperation for Accreditation
(EA) and other Sectoral Committees of EA and monitors the activities of the International Cooperation for
Laboratory Accreditation (ILAC). It also participates in a number of committees for member state authorities

organized by the European Commission.

CYS-CYSAB is governed by a 13-member Board of Governors made up of six members representing the
government sector while the other seven come from the private sector to represent stakeholder

organizations.
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
